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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for an extension of time to file exceptions to Decision No. R16-0712 (Recommended Decision), filed by Towing & Recovery Professionals of Colorado, Inc, (TRPC) on August 9, 2016.

2. Rule 1505(a), of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that a recommended decision becomes the Commission’s decision unless, within 20 days or such additional time as the Commission may allow, any party files exceptions to the recommended decision.  This rule further states that a motion for an extension of time to file exceptions based upon the unavailability of a transcript shall show that the transcript request was filed within seven days of the mailed date of the recommended decision
3. The Decision was mailed on August 2, 2016.  Therefore, a request for a transcript was due on August 9, 2016; and, exceptions must be filed by August 22, 2016 (the 20th day).

4. TRPC’s motion requests a 20-day extension of time
 to file exceptions to the Recommended Decision. In support of the motion, TRPC attached an exhibit showing that a request for the transcript was timely made.  The motion further states:  

TRPC will request the Commission to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic finding of fact embodied in the recommended decision. Undersigned counsel was retained by TRPC yesterday to represent it in this proceeding. Because counsel was not present at the hearing, he will need additional time to review and analyze the transcript and related documents and prepare and file appropriate exceptions to the recommended proceeding.

5. We find good cause to extend the time to file exceptions through August 31, 2016. Responses to exceptions shall be filed within seven days or by September 7, 2016.  This will allow the Commission sufficient time to deliberate on the exceptions and issue a final decision by October 24, 2016, as required by § 24-4-103(4)(d), C.R.S. 

6. On our own motion, we waive response time to the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R16-0712, filed by Towing & Recovery Professionals of Colorado, Inc, on August 9, 2016, is granted in part, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R16-0712 must be filed by August 31, 2016.

3. Responses to exceptions must be filed by September 7, 2016.

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
