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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Construction and Maintenance Agreement (Motion) filed by Weld County on August 23, 2016, requesting an extension of time to October 31, 2016 to file a copy of the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this proceeding.

2. Weld County states that additional time is needed to complete the appropriate signature process for Weld County and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).  Weld County conferred with UPRR and UPRR does not oppose the extension of time to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.
