I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 5, 2016, Shuttle the Rockies, LLC (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to operate as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on February 8, 2016.  Interventions were received; and, the application was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.
3. By Decision No. R16-0610 (Decision), mailed on June 30, 2016, the ALJ granted the application as amended.  The Decision also set forth certain requirements to be completed by Applicant within 60 days of the Decision’s effective date in order for the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to be issued.  Otherwise, the grant of the CPCN becomes void.

4. On August 29, 2016, Applicant filed a motion for additional time to comply with the Decision.  In the motion, Applicant specifically states:  “[a]lthough Applicant has a good faith basis for believing that it has timely complied with all of the requirements as set forth in the [Decision], as a precaution Applicant is filing this Motion to eliminate the risk that the CPCN is rendered void.”

5. Applicant did timely comply with the Decision; and, the CPCN was issued on September 7, 2016.  Therefore, this Motion is moot and will be denied.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Additional Time to Comply with Decision No. R16-0610 filed by Shuttle the Rockies, LLC on August 29, 2016, is denied as moot.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
