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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 27, 2016, the Eagle County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board (Authority) filed an application for an emergency telephone surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S. (Application).  On September 29, 2016, the Authority also filed a motion to waive statutory notice provisions pursuant to § 40-3-104, C.R.S., and authorization to provide an alternative form of notice pursuant to Commission Rule 1003 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 (Motion for Alternative Form of Notice or Motion).
2. Specifically, in its Motion for Alternative Form of Notice, the Authority seeks authorization to publish notice in the legal notices section of two newspapers of general circulation in Eagle County for a period of two weeks concurrent with the comment period of the Application. These two newspapers are the Eagle Valley Enterprise and The Vail Daily.
3. The Authority attached its proposed customer notice with its Motion, as well as part of Exhibit C of its Application for Surcharge Increase.  
4. In its Motion for Alternative Form of Notice, the Authority states that 
the Commission may authorize and prescribe an alternative form of notice pursuant to 
§ 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S.  
5. The Commission has interpreted § 40-3-104, C.R.S., to not apply to governing bodies, as defined in § 29-11-101(4), C.R.S., because such entities are not regulated public utilities.
  
6. Nevertheless, because the Authority must obtain approval from the Commission for its proposed surcharge and must file a formal application with the Commission to obtain that approval, the Commission has authority to specify the notice that an emergency service provider must provide in this kind of application.
7. We find that the above mentioned notice proposal is reasonable and we grant the request to provide notice of the Application in accordance with this proposal.  The content of the customer notice shall be as proposed by the Authority as “Legal Notice” as Exhibit A to the Motion for Alternative Form of Notice, with several alterations as described below.
8. The phrase “received approval from the Colorado Public Utilities Commission” in the first paragraph shall be replaced with “has applied for approval from the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.”
9. A sentence shall be added, stating, “The Application is available for inspection at _________ and at the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.” The blank in this sentence shall be the address of a local office in Eagle County where a copy of the Application shall be made available for inspection upon request.
10. A sentence shall be added, stating, “The Application has been assigned Proceeding No. 16A-0730T.”
11. A paragraph shall be added, stating, “Any person may file written comment(s) or objections(s) concerning the application with the Commission by writing to the Commission at ‘Colorado Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, CO 80202’, or by commenting electronically at http://www.dora.state.co.us/pls/real/CCTS_oWEB.comment_form. The Commission will consider all written comments and objections submitted prior to the evidentiary hearing on the application.”
12. A paragraph shall be added, stating, “If a person desires to participate as a party in any proceeding before the Commission regarding the Application, such person shall file an intervention in accordance with Rule 1401 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure. Written objections may be filed within 60 days of the filing date of the Application, and interventions may be filed within 30 days of the filing date of the Application. The Commission may hold a public hearing in addition to an evidentiary hearing on the Application and that if such a hearing is held members of the public may attend and make statements under oath even if they did not file comments, objections, or an intervention. If the Application is uncontested or unopposed, the Commission may determine the matter without a hearing and without further notice. Any person desiring information regarding if and when hearings may be held shall submit a written request to the Commission or shall alternatively contact the External Affairs section of the Commission at (303) 894-2070 or (800) 456-0858.”

13. We also find that waiving the response time for the Motion is reasonable and does not impact the ability of parties to intervene concerning the merits of the Application itself.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The relief sought by the Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice Provisions of C.R.S. § 40-3-104 and for Authorization to Give an Alternative Form of Notice Pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1 PUC Rules of Practice and Procedure Rule 1003 (Motion), filed by the Eagle County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board (Authority), is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. The customer notice by publication proposed by the Authority in their Motion is approved with the alterations and amendments described in the above discussion.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
