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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. Through Decision No. C16-0729, issued August 8, 2016, the Commission denied a petition for a waiver from Rule 6308 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 filed by Ahmed Mohamed.  Decision 
No. C16-0816, issued September 2, 2016, denied Mr. Mohamed’s request for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. C16-0729.  Through this Decision, we deny the second request for RRR filed by Mr. Mohamed on September 19, 2016, consistent with the provisions of § 40-6-114(3), C.R.S.  

B.
Background, Findings, and Conclusions

2. Rule 6308, 4 CCR 723-6, defines which vehicles qualify as a luxury limousine.  Mr. Mohamed filed a Petition for Waiver/Variance from Rule 6308, 4 CCR 723-6, for a 2016 Ford Explorer on June 21, 2016.  By Decision No. C16-0729, issued August 8, 2016, the request for waiver was denied.  The Commission found that a 2016 Ford Explorer is not identified as an executive car in Rule 6308(a)(II), and that the request did not state good cause to waive the rule.  
3. Mr. Mohamed filed an application for RRR on August 17, 2016.  Through Decision No. C16-0816, issued September 2, 2016, the Commission denied the request for RRR.  While the Commission found that Mr. Mohamed provided additional information,
 the Commission determined that the RRR did not provide sufficient support for a waiver of Rule 6308.  In addition, the Commission found that the application did not include any information regarding whether a financial hardship will be incurred if the waiver is not granted.

4. On September 19, 2016, Mr. Mohamed filed a second application for RRR.  Mr. Mohamed again asks the Commission to reconsider its previous decisions.  In addition, he states that he wanted to be an Uber Black driver, and assumed the Commission would accept the vehicle as a luxury limousine.  Mr. Mohamed further states that he cannot purchase a vehicle listed in Rule 6308 because he just purchased the 2016 Ford Explorer.   
5. Section 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., states:

After a decision has been made by the commission…any party thereto may within twenty days thereafter, or within such additional time as the commission may authorize upon request made within such period, make application for [RRR] of the same or of any matter determined therein.

6. Section 40-6-114(3), C.R.S., provides:

Any decision made after [RRR], reversing, changing, or modifying the original decision may be subject to the same provisions with respect to [RRR] as an original decision….”

Decision No. C16-0816, the decision that denied Mr. Mohamed’s first request for RRR, did not reverse, change, or modify the Commission’s original Decision No. C16-0720.  

7. Section 40-6-114(3), C.R.S., permits additional requests for RRR only where the Commission reverses, changes, or modifies its prior decision.  Decision No. C16-0816 is therefore not subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., regarding an additional application for RRR. 

8. Because, pursuant to § 40-6-114(3), C.R.S., Decision No. C16-0816 is not subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., permitting additional requests for RRR, we deny the request for RRR filed September 19, 2016.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, filed September 19, 2016, by Ahmed Mohamed, is denied, consistent with the provisions of § 40-6-114(3), C.R.S., and the discussion above.
