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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On October 3, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a motion requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Public Service’s Advice Letter No. 1723-Electric (Motion).  Public Service states that, by Advice Letter No. 1723-Electric, the Company seeks to revise its Electric Demand-Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA-E) tariff to implement an increase in the DSMCA-E factors effective January 1, 2017.  With this filing, Public Service is increasing the DSMCA-E rider which reflects an increase of $530,093 on an annual basis over the DSMCA-E rates currently in effect.

Public Service seeks authorization to provide the same form of notice and in the same fashion as has been approved in the past with respect to all of the Company’s prior Advice Letter filings to revise the electric DSMCA.  The form of notice Public Service proposes to 

2. provide, is set forth in Exhibit 1 attached to the Motion and includes the following alternative forms of notice:


(a)
Filing with the Commission, and keeping open for inspection, Advice Letter No. 1723-Electric;


(b)
Publishing a legal notice, attached to the Motion, in The Denver Post, on two consecutive Sundays, on October 9, 2016 and Sunday, October 16, 2016; and

(c)
Electronic service of the Advice Letter and associated tariffs 
on all parties to Proceeding Nos. 13A-0773EG, and 14A-1057EG, and 
16A-0512EG, the three most recent proceedings initiated to consider issues related to Demand-Side Management.

3. The Company plans to go forward with these Alternative Forms of Notice by issuing a newspaper notice once each week for two consecutive weeks of filing the Advice Letter with the Commission and by serving all parties to the proceedings referenced in paragraph 3.c. above.  Public Service states that the types of costs the Company seeks to recover through the DSMCA-E by means of the proposed tariff change are the 2016 DSM portfolio budget, forecasted Interruptible Service Option Credit (“ISOC”) credits and operations and maintenance (“O&M”) and marketing costs for 2017, and the forecasted Third Party Demand Response costs for 2017 as authorized by the Company’s DSMCA-E tariff and by Decision Nos. R15-0496
 and C15-0735
 issued in Proceeding No. 14A-1057EG. The Company seeks approval of an alternative form of notice in order to avoid incurring the expense that is entailed in the other forms of statutory notice. The Company estimates the cost of effectuating notice through individual mailings to be in excess of $300,000.
4. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide alternative forms of public notice of its advice letter filing proposing amendments to its tariffs.  We find that the alternative forms of notice proposed by Public Service are reasonable with respect to its stakeholders and its general body of gas ratepayers.  We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative forms of notice as requested by Public Service.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion filed on October 3, 2016, by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Public Service’s Advice Letter No. 1723-Electric (Motion) is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.
3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
