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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the City of Arvada (Arvada) on November 2, 2016, requesting authority to move the proposed location of pedestrian “Second Train Coming” blank-out signs at the location of the new pedestrian crossing signal at Olde Wadsworth Boulevard south of the tracks of the Regional Transportation District Gold Line Commuter Rail Line and BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) freight tracks, National Inventory No. 244764T, in Arvada, County of Jefferson, State of Colorado.

2. BNSF filed a Response to the Motion on November 16, 2016, and states that it has no objection to the Motion.

3. Arvada proposes to move the location of the “Second Train Coming” blank-out signs along the west sidewalk at the crossing from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk.  All other aspects of the crossing approved by the Commission in Decision No. C16-0806 remain the same.

4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the City of Arvada on November 2, 2016, requesting authority to move the proposed location of pedestrian “Second Train Coming” blank-out signs at the location of the new pedestrian crossing signal at Olde Wadsworth Boulevard south of the tracks of the Regional Transportation District Gold Line Commuter Rail Line and BNSF Railway Company freight tracks, National Inventory No. 244764T, in Arvada, County of Jefferson, State of Colorado is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
