1. The second sentence of paragraph 8 on page 3 of this Decision reads as:
If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the suspension period of 120 days, or, in this proceeding, April 1, 2017, the tariff page(s) filed by Dallas Creek may become effective, though § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., permits the Commission, in its discretion, and by separate order, to extend the period of suspension for a further period not exceeding 90 days. 

That sentence shows the expiration of the 120-day suspension period as April 1, 2017.  
That is incorrect.  The correct date is March 31, 2017.  The third and fourth sentences of that paragraph read as:

Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this proceeding, until June 30, 2017.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate decision, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before June 30, 2017, the tariff pages filed by Dallas Creek may become effective.

The third sentence of paragraph 8 shows the 210-day effective date that the Commission has the authority to suspend the tariff pages as June 30, 2017 and the fourth sentence states that the 

pages filed by Dallas Creek may become effective if no new rates are established by the Commission by June 30, 2017.  The effective 210-day date and the date the tariff pages filed by Dallas Creek may become effective is June 29, 2017.  Paragraph 8 shall be amended to read as follows:
Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set any tariff for hearing, which suspends the effective date of the tariffs for up to 120 days from the proposed effective date.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the suspension period of 120 days, or, in this proceeding, March 31, 2017, the tariff page(s) filed by Dallas Creek may become effective, though § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., permits the Commission, in its discretion, and by separate order, to extend the period of suspension for a further period not exceeding 90 days. Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this proceeding, until June 29, 2017.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate decision, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before June 29, 2017, the tariff pages filed by Dallas Creek may become effective.
2. Ordering paragraph 1 on page 4 of this Decision reads as:

The proposed December 1, 2016, effective date of the tariff pages filed by Dallas Creek Water Company (Dallas Creek) with Advice Letter No. 4 is suspended for 120 days until April 1, 2017.

Ordering paragraph 1 states that the December 1, 2016 date is suspended until April 1, 2017.  That is incorrect.  The correct date is March 31, 2017.  Ordering paragraph 1 shall be amended to read as follows:

The proposed December 1, 2016, effective date of the tariff pages filed by Dallas Creek Water Company (Dallas Creek) with Advice Letter No. 4 is suspended for 120 days until March 31, 2017.
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
