I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Decision approves the Joint Motion for Extension of Compliance Filing Deadline and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion), filed on December 2, 2016 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) and Commission Staff (Staff).  We approve the extension from December 2, 2016 to February 24, 2017 to file the Performance Metric technical details that Public Service is developing jointly with Staff as required by the Settlement Agreement approved in Decision No. C16-0958 issued October 20, 2016.

2. Public Service and Staff assert that while they have made substantial progress, additional time is needed to develop the technical details regarding the implementation of the Performance Metric.  We agree that this extension request is reasonable as the in-service date of the Rush Creek Wind Project is not until October 31, 2018.

3. The Joint Motion states that the Settling Parties conferred with all parties to this proceeding, and parties do not oppose the requested extension, though they did not receive a response from Ratepayers Coalition; Holy Cross Electric Association, Inc.; Grand Valley Rural Power Lines, Inc.; and Climax Molybdenum Company.  We waive response time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Compliance Filing Deadline and Request for Waiver of Response Time, filed on December 2, 2016 by Public Service Company of Colorado and Commission Staff is approved.

2. Response time is waived.
