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I. STATEMENT 
1. On April 24, 2014, the Public Utilities Commission’s Staff (Staff) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 109241 against Colorado Cab Company LLC (Colorado Cab or Respondent).  The CPAN alleges over 700 violations against Colorado Cab.

2. On May 5, 2014, Respondent filed its Entry of Appearance Request for a Hearing and Request to Set a Prehearing Conference.

3. On May 21, 2014, the Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge for disposition.

4. On May 21, 2014, Staff filed its Entry of Appearance, Joinder in Request for a Prehearing Conference and Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(A).  

5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision in context.

6. On December 4, 2015, Staff filed its Motion for Leave to File Amended Prefiled Testimony of William Schlitter and Motion for a Determination of a Question of Law (Motions).

7. On December 18, 2015, Colorado Cab filed its Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to Respond to Staff’s Pending Motions for Determination of Law and to Refile Testimony.

8. On December 21, 2015, by Interim Decision No. R15-1337-I, Colorado Cab’s Unopposed Motion for an Extension of Time to Respond to Staff’s Pending Motions for Determination of Law and to Refile Testimony was granted.

9. On January 6, 2016, Staff filed its Unopposed Motion to Stay Proceedings and Waive Response Time (Unopposed Motion). In the Unopposed Motion, Staff states the parties have reached a tentative settlement and anticipate a final agreement shall be filed by January 22, 2016. The parties request the proceeding and responses to two pending Motions be stayed to focus efforts upon the completion of the agreement. 

10.  Good cause is found to grant the Unopposed Motion.

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Stay Proceedings and Waive Response Time filed by the Public Utilities Commission’s Staff (Staff) on January 6, 2016, is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion for Leave to File Amended Prefiled Testimony of William Schlitter and Motion for a Determination of a Question of Law filed by Staff on December 4, 2015, are stayed.

3. The above captioned proceeding is stayed.

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Stay Proceedings is waived.

5. This Decision is effective immediately.
