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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 15, 2016, Larry D. Hill (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. By Decision No. R16-0217-I, issued March 15, 2016, Public Service is prohibited from disconnecting Mr. Hill’s service on two conditions: that Mr. Hill 1) make a payment deposit or bond of $600.00 with the Company by March 25, 2016; and 2) stay current with future charges incurred for utility services.
3. By the Commission’s Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, issued March 16, 2016, this matter was scheduled for hearing on May 31, 2016.  The Commission also issued an order for Public Service to satisfy or Answer Mr. Hill’s complaint within 20 days.
4. By minute entry during the Commission’s weekly meeting held on March 23, 2016, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition. 

5. On April 5, 2016, Public Service’s Answer was filed as well as its Motion to Vacate Hearing.  

6. Both parties have notified the Commission that they wish to attempt to resolve this dispute through mediation, but Mr. Hill is not available to attempt to do so until May 5, 2016 at the earliest. 

7. Public Service requests that the scheduled hearing be vacated in order to provide the parties an opportunity to resolve the matter through mediation.  Public Service attempted to confer with Complainant regarding the motion, but did not reach him.  

8. Particularly in light of the fact that interim relief has been granted, Mr. Hill wishes to participate in mediation, and the matter may be promptly rescheduled upon request, no prejudice will come from waiver of the remaining response time.

9. Based upon good cause shown, the scheduled hearing will be vacated and may be rescheduled by separate decision sua sponte or upon request of either party.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Motion to Vacate Hearing is waived and the request is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on May 31, 2016, is vacated and may be rescheduled by separate decision.  

3. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
