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I. STATEMENT  
1. On March 26, 2016, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 115163 (CPAN) on Sunset Luxury Limousines Inc., doing business as www.sunsetlimocom (Respondent).  The CPAN commenced this Proceeding.  

2. On April 7, 2016, counsel for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this Proceeding.  

3. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Respondent appears to be represented in this Proceeding by Mr. Kevin Harrold, an individual who is not an attorney.  Staff is represented in this Proceeding by legal counsel.  

4. On April 20, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

5. On April 7, 2016, the Parties filed a Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and to Waive Response Time (April 7 Filing).  A Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Agreement) accompanied that filing.  
6. After review of the Agreement, the ALJ finds that the terms of the Agreement require clarification and that the most efficient way to obtain the necessary clarification is to hold a hearing on the Agreement.  The ALJ will schedule a May 4, 2016 evidentiary hearing on the Agreement.  
7. At the May 4, 2016 hearing, a representative of each Party must be available to testify about the Agreement and to respond to the ALJ’s questions.  
8. The response period to the April 7 Filing has expired, and the evidentiary hearing will be held more than 14 days after the filing of the April 7 Filing.  As a result, the ALJ will deny Joint Motion to Waive Response Time which is contained in the April 7 Filing.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The evidentiary hearing on the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement filed in this Proceeding is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

3. The Joint Motion to Waive Response Time is denied.
