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I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here to place this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On October 15, 2015, Green Taxi Corporation (Green Taxi or Applicant) filed an Application for Permanent Authority.  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

3. On November 3, 2015, Green Taxi filed an Amendment to the Application.  Reference in this Interim Decision to the Application is to the October 15, 2015 filing as amended on November 3, 2015.  

4. On October 19, 2015, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this Proceeding (Notice at 5); established an intervention period; and established 
a procedural schedule.  On December 8, 2015, Decision No. R15-1303-I vacated that procedural schedule.  
5. The following intervened as of right:  Colorado Cab Company, doing business 
as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Colorado Springs Transportation LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (CS Transportation); Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi); and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro Taxi).  

6. Colorado Cab, CS Transportation, Shamrock Taxi, and Metro Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors; each individually is an Intervenor.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this Proceeding.  

7. On November 25, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  On December 17, 2015, Decision No. R15-1335-I acknowledged Applicant’s waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in this Proceeding.  

8. On November 25, 2015, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

9. By Decision No. R15-1335-I, the ALJ scheduled a March 16 and 17, 2016 evidentiary hearing and established the procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  On February 10, 2016 by Decision No. R16-0099-I, the ALJ modified the procedural schedule.  On March 14, 2016 by Decision No. R16-0215-I, the ALJ vacated the March 2016 hearing and the remainder of the procedural schedule.  

10. On March 21, 206, by Decision No. R16-0235-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing for May 18 and 19, 2016 and established the procedural schedule in this Proceeding.  

11. On March 2, 2016, Applicant filed a Supplement to Summary of Witness Testimony and Exhibits.  As relevant here, in that filing, Applicant states that it intends to call in its direct case:  

Witness Ted Hans, Account Executive, Digital Dispatch Systems, Inc. (hereinafter “DDS”), 11920 Forge Place, Richmond, BC. V7A 4V9; 
(604) 214-7236, will testify with respect its dispatch service to be provided to [Applicant]; including but not limited to:  

(1)
DDS’s bundled subscription service for fleet sizes of five vehicles and up;  

(2)
DDS’s mobile data terminals;  

(3)
DDS’s credit card payment system; and  

(4)
DDS’s computerized call taking service.  

(5)
Other matters concerning Exhibits 10 through 15.  

Supplement to Summary of Witness Testimony and Exhibits at 1.  Digital Dispatch Systems, Inc., is the company responsible for the dispatch system that Applicant proposes to use if the Application is granted.  
12. On April 20, 2016, Applicant filed a Motion to Substitute Witness (Motion).  In that filing, Applicant seeks to substitute Ms. Arian Shahabi, who is an employee of Digital Dispatch, Inc., for Mr. Hans as the witness who will testify about the dispatch system.  

13. Response to the Motion was due not later than May 4, 2016.  Review of the Commission file in this Proceeding reveals that, as of the date of this Interim Decision, no response was filed.  

14. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400
 states, in pertinent part:  “Failure to file a response [to a motion] may be deemed a confession of the motion.”  In this case, the ALJ deems the failure of an Intervenor to file a response to be that Intervenor’s confession of the Motion.  

15. The Motion states good cause.  In addition, because the Motion is unopposed, no Intervenor will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  

16. The ALJ will grant the Motion and will permit the requested substitution of witnesses, subject to this condition:  absent further order, Applicant will be bound by, and Ms. Shahabi’s testimony will be limited to, the above-quoted March 2, 2016 Supplement to Summary of Witness Testimony and Exhibits as pertains to Mr. Hans.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Subject to the condition stated below, the Motion to Substitute Witness filed on April 20, 2016 by Green Taxi Corporation is granted.  

2. Subject to the condition stated below, Ms. Arian Shahabi, who is an employee of Digital Dispatch, Inc., may testify in this Proceeding in place of Mr. Ted Hans.  

3. The Motion to Substitute Witness is granted and Ms. Arian Shahabi may testify subject to this condition:  absent further order, Green Taxi Corporation will be bound by, and Ms. Shahabi’s testimony will be limited to, the above-quoted March 2, 2016 Supplement to Summary of Witness Testimony and Exhibits as pertains to Mr. Ted Hans.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

5. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
