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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 29, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed the above-captioned application with testimony supporting approval of the Company’s 2017-2019 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan. 
2. By Decision No. C16-0369-I issued May 3, 2016, the Commission referred 
this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ) and required filing of supplemental direct testimony to explain how a final decision in the Company’s Phase II rate case in Proceeding 
No. 16AL-0048E that modifies or rejects the Company’s proposed rates for residential customers will change the Company’s requested approvals of its Small Solar*Rewards program.

3. In anticipation of the hearing, the undersigned ALJ is setting a prehearing conference in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   

4. By Decision No. R16-0409-I issued May 17, 2016, Public Service’s Motion for Extraordinary Protection of Highly Confidential Information filed on March 25, 2016 was granted.  In granting the motion, the undersigned specifically noted, and relied upon at least in part, that the requested relief was unopposed.
5. Contrary to the finding in Decision No. R16-0409-I, it has been brought to the attention of the undersigned that the Energy Freedom Coalition of America, Sun Run Inc., and the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association filed a response partially opposing Public Service’s motion.  Parties shall additionally be prepared to address the merits of the relief requested by Public Service, the response filed, and Decision No. R16-0409-I.
