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1. The last sentence of paragraph 35 on page 9 of this Decision reads:  
Once the train confirms that it is on approach to the intersection, the traffic signal will finish the track clearance interval and will change its phasing to serve the train movement(s) at the intersection/crossing.
The sentence states that the traffic signal will finish the track clearance interval and then change its phasing for the train movement(s).  That is incorrect.  The traffic signal will finish its existing phase before changing the phasing.  Paragraph 35 shall be amended to read:  
Once the train confirms that it is on approach to the intersection, the traffic signal will finish the existing phase and will change its phasing to serve the train movement(s) at the intersection/crossing.
2. The last sentence of paragraph 36 on page 10 reads:  
The traffic signal will serve the necessary phases, provide the track clearance phase, and then serve the train.  
The sentence will be amended to state the traffic signal will serve any phases that are necessary.   The sentence shall be amended to read:  
The traffic signal will serve the necessary phases and then serve the train.  
3. Ordering paragraph 7 on page 14 reads:  
 
The authority granted by Ordering Paragraph No. 6 is conditioned as follows:  The intersection/crossing shall be operated using transit signal priority with a minimum track clearance green time of ten seconds based on the specific requirements outlined in Exhibit D Rev 1 and Exhibit H to the Amended Application.  

That paragraph states that the intersection/crossing shall be operated using “transit signal priority with a minimum track clearance green time of ten seconds.”  That is incorrect.  The intersection/crossing will be operated using an exclusive train phase.  Ordering paragraph 7 shall be amended to read as follows:  
The authority granted by Ordering Paragraph No. 6 is conditioned as follows:  The intersection/crossing shall be operated using transit signal priority with an exclusive train phase as outlined in Exhibit D Rev 1 and Exhibit H to the Amended Application.  
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
