I. STATEMENT 
1. In Decision No. R16-0145-I issued on February 25, 2016, Administrative Law (ALJ) Judge Garvey scheduled the hearing in this proceeding for May 26 and 27, 2016.  

2. This proceeding was subsequently transferred to the undersigned ALJ. 
3. On May 20, 2016, Intervenor Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Transportation) filed an Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing (Motion).  The Motion states in relevant part 
that “[d]ue to unexpected family commitments which arose after issuance of [Decision 
No. R16-0145-I, Colorado Springs Transportation] requests that the Commission reschedule the hearing for the week of June 20, 2016, preferably June 20 and 21.”

1. The waiver of the statutory deadline contained in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., by Applicant Pikes Peak Cab, LLC is acknowledged.  

2. The Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing filed by Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs on May 20, 2016 is granted.
