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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 29, 2016,

No. C16-0369-I issued May 3, 2016, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition
.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 1, 2016.  As stated therein, any person desiring to intervene in or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file appropriate pleadings to become a party, within 30 days after the date of the Notice.

3. On April 19, 2016, Ormat Nevada Inc.’s Unopposed Motion for Late Intervention was filed by Ormat Nevada, Inc. (Ormat).  Ormat is a geothermal and waste heat recovered energy generation (REG) development company and the only vertically integrated company solely engaged in geothermal and REG.  To date, Ormat has built 21 REG projects in North America, amounting to over 160 MW of REG power plants. One of these projects is the 3.5 MW OREG IV project in Peetz, Colorado – which Ormat owns and operates.  

4. Ormat actively participated in Proceeding No. 15AL-0118E. In that proceeding, the Commission required the Company to include certain “modifications in its recycled energy tariff submitted in the Company’s next RES compliance plan proceeding.”

5. Ormat states several grounds for the late filing of its request for intervention and has shown that the outcome of this proceeding will directly impact Ormat. No other intervenors focus solely on the interests of out-of-state companies that would conduct business in Colorado under the Recycled Energy program.

6. Ormat agrees to take the Proceeding as it currently stands, including abiding by all deadlines under the current procedural schedule.  

7. No response was filed to the pending motion.

8. The Colorado Energy Office supports Ormat’s relief requested. The following parties indicated they did not oppose or object to the relief requested: Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association, Energy Outreach Colorado, Office of Consumer Counsel, Interwest Energy Alliance, City of Boulder, Western Resource Advocates, SunShare, LLC, Energy Freedom Coalition of America, Trial Staff, Grid Alternatives Colorado, Inc., Clean Energy Collective, LLC, and the City and County of Denver. The following parties indicated that they do not take any position with respect to the relief requested: Sunrun, Inc., Climax Molybdenum Company, and Public Service Company of Colorado.

9. No party opposing the requested relief, it is appropriate that response time be waived.  

10. Without addressing the merit of any individual ground, based upon good cause collectively shown for the unopposed relief requested, the motion for late intervention will be granted.  Late intervention will be granted with the proviso that Ormat takes this proceeding as it finds it and is bound by the decisions previously entered in this proceeding. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Ormat Nevada Inc.’s Unopposed Motion for Late Intervention filed by Ormat Nevada, Inc. (Ormat) on April 19, 2016, is granted.  Ormat is granted intervenor status, shall take the proceeding as it finds it, and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this proceeding.  

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the late intervention granted.  

3. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
