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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 25, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1712-Electric with tariff sheets and supporting testimony as a Phase II Rate Case proceeding.

2. The entire procedural history of this proceeding is provided in previous decisions and is repeated here only to the extent necessary to put the above captioned decision in context.

3. On May 16, 2016, Dane McKaughan filed a Verified Motion to Appear  
Pro Hac Vice (Verified Motion) on behalf of Vail Summit Resorts, Inc. (Vail Resorts), in the 
above-captioned proceeding.

4. On June 6, 2016, Public Service, City and County of Denver, City of Boulder, and the Colorado Communications and Utility Alliance (collectively the Moving Parties) filed their Joint Motion to Extend the Filing Date of Answer Testimony (Joint Motion) for certain street lighting issues to June 13, 2016.

A. Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Vail Summit Resorts, Inc. 

5. Mr. McKaughan, is an attorney in the State of Texas and is also admitted in the United States District Courts for the Western District of Texas and Southern District of Texas. Mr. McKaughan is a member in good standing in these jurisdictions. 

6. Mr. McKaughan has never been publicly disciplined as an attorney in any jurisdiction or placed on disability inactive status, has never had pro hac vice admissions denied or revoked, and has no pending formal disciplinary or disability proceedings. 

7. Mr. McKaughan is representing Vail Resorts and has notified Vail Resorts of this Verified Motion. Mr. McKaughan has also provided notice of this Verified Motion to all parties in the proceeding through their counsel.

8. Mr. McKaughan is subject to all applicable provisions of the Colorado Rules of Professional Conduct, the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure, and other rules; that he will follow such rules with his pro hac vice admission; and that this Verified Motion complies with those rules.

9. Mr. McKaughan is an out-of-state attorney as defined in Rule 205.1 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure. Mr. McKaughan is associating in this matter with his colleague, Christopher J. Neumann also with the law firm of Greenberg Taurig. Mr. Neumann is admitted and licensed to practice law in Colorado (Attorney Reg. No. 29831). Mr. Neumann is a member in good standing of the Bar of the State of Colorado and has previously made appearances in this proceeding.

10. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds good cause to grant the Verified Motion of Mr. McKaughan to appear pro hac vice on behalf of Vail Resorts as requested.
B. Motion for Extension of Filing Date of Answer Testimony

11. In their Joint Motion, the Moving Parties request to extend the filing date of Answer Testimony regarding the Company’s proposals on street lighting in this proceeding, specifically regarding banner attachments, relocations and removals contained in Tariff Sheets R141, R142, and R143 testimony for one week or until June 13, 2016.

12. The Moving Parties state that they have engaged in productive settlement discussions over the last six weeks and believe that additional time may result in a resolution of these issues.

13. The Moving Parties have conferred with the 15 Intervenors who take no position on the Joint Motion.
 

14. Based on representations made by the Moving Parties, the undersigned ALJ finds good cause to extend the filing date of Answer Testimony regarding the Company’s proposals on street lighting in this proceeding, specifically regarding banner attachments, relocations and removals contained in Tariff Sheets R141, R142, and R143, for an additional seven days or until June 13, 2016. 

15. The undersigned ALJ shall also sua sponte waive response time to the Joint Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Verified Motion of Dane McKaughan to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Vail Summit Resorts, Inc. filed on May 16, 2016, is granted.

2. Dane McKaughan, Esquire, is admitted to practice before the Commission Pro Hac Vice.
3. The Joint Motion to Extend the Filing Date of Answer Testimony for Certain Street Lighting Issues (Joint Motion) filed by the Public Service Company of Colorado (Company), City and County of Denver, City of Boulder, and the Colorado Communications and Utility Alliance is granted.

4. The filing date of Answer Testimony regarding the Company’s proposals on street lighting in this proceeding, specifically regarding banner attachments, relocations and removals contained in Tariff Sheets R141, R142, and R143 is extended for one week or until June 13, 2016.

5. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

6. This Decision is effective immediately.
