The Commission will expect this letter by September 30, 2017.  However, the Commission does understand this letter may be provided earlier or later than this date depending on changes or delays to the construction schedule.

4. Paragraph no. 27 shall read as follows:

The UPRR will be required to update the National Inventory Forms for the Trafalgar Drive and Emerald Trail crossings and to file a copy of the updated forms in this proceeding by the end of construction by September 30, 2017.

5. There were three ordering paragraphs that were inadvertently omitted from 
this Decision.  They are ordering paragraph nos. 5 through 7.  Those paragraphs are listed below and are to be inserted into this Decision. The subsequent ordering paragraphs of this Decision shall be renumbered to include these three paragraphs.  Ordering paragraph 5 shall become paragraph 8 and so forth.
6. Ordering paragraph no. 5 shall read as:
The City shall be required to file signed copies of the Construction and Maintenance Agreements for the Emerald Trail and the Trafalgar Drive crossings that include the railroad signal and crossing surface cost estimates by August 31, 2016 prior to the start of any construction work at the crossing.

7. Ordering paragraph no. 6 shall read as:

The City shall be required to inform the Commission in writing that the crossing improvements at Emerald Trail and Trafalgar Drive are complete and operational within ten days of completion.  The Commission will expect this letter by September 30, 2017.  However, the Commission does understand this letter may be provided earlier or later than this date depending on changes or delays to the construction schedule.

8. Ordering paragraph no. 7 shall read as:
The Union Pacific Railroad Company will be required to update the National Inventory Forms for the Trafalgar Drive and Emerald Trail crossings and to file a copy of the updated forms in this proceeding by the end of construction by September 30, 2017.
