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I. STATEMENT  
1. On April 29, 2016, the Sterling Corporation, (Sterling) filed a formal complaint against Qwest Communications LLC (Qwest) with the Commission.  That filing commenced this proceeding.

2. On May 4, 2016, a hearing was set in this matter for July 12, 2016. 
3. On May 4, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). 

4. On May 26, 2016, Qwest filed its Motion to Permit Late Filing and Answer and Motion to Dismiss. 

5. On June 9, 2016, Sterling filed its Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time (Unopposed Motion). In the Unopposed Motion, counsel for Sterling states that he is in the process of transitioning to a new law firm and is not currently in possession of the files related to the proceeding nor does he have the formal authority to continue to represent Sterling beyond the filing of the Unopposed Motion. 
6. Sterling requests an extension of time through June 16, 2016 to respond to Qwest’s pending motions. Qwest does not oppose the requested relief.

7. Good cause is found to grant the Unopposed Motion. 

8. Due to the pending motions in this proceeding, the undersigned ALJ shall sua sponte vacate the scheduled evidentiary hearing in this proceeding.  The evidentiary hearing shall be rescheduled at a later date if necessary.
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time filed by Sterling Corporation (Sterling) in the above captioned proceeding on June 9, 2016, is granted.

2. Sterling shall have through June 16, 2016 to respond to the Motion to Permit Late Filing and Motion to Dismiss filed by Qwest Corporation on May 26, 2016.

3. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on July 12, 2016, is vacated.

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
