DISMISSING AMENDED FORMAL 
COMPLAINT WITHOUT PREJUDICE
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I. STATEMENT

1. On

 LINK Excel.Sheet.8 "\\\\rio\\div3\\puc-alj\\Form Inputs.xls" "210 Timeline NO rebuttal!R31C5" \a \t  (Complainant) filed a formal complaint against Colorado Airport Shuttle, doing business as 1st Colorado Airport Limo (Respondent).  

2. On March 17, 2016, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing (Order) that scheduled the hearing in this matter for June 13, 2016 at 9:00 a.m.

3. On March 23, 2016, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution by minute entry
.  

4. On March 29, 2016, by Decision No. R16-0257-I, ALJ G. Harris Adams issued an Interim Decision Requiring a More Definite Statement and Extending Answer Deadline.  In the Decision, ALJ Adams held that the formal complaint filed by Complainant failed to comply with Rule 1302(g), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, because it does not set forth sufficient facts and information to adequately advise the Respondent and the Commission of the relief sought.  ALJ Adams ordered Complainant to file an amended complaint that complies with Rule 1302 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 by April 12, 2016.  

5. On March 31, 2016, Complainant filed an Amended Formal Complaint with the Commission that provides a more definite statement of the facts alleged, and the relief sought, by Complainant.    

6. The proceeding was subsequently transferred to the undersigned ALJ.   

7. On June 13, 2016 at 9:03 a.m., the undersigned ALJ convened the hearing scheduled in the March 17, 2016 Order.  Both Complainant and Respondent failed to appear for the hearing.  The ALJ took a recess until approximately 9:17 a.m. to allow Complainant and Respondent additional time to appear for the scheduled hearing.  However, neither Complainant nor Respondent appeared for the reconvened hearing. 

8. Complainant never contacted the ALJ, the Commission, or the Commission Staff to request a change in the date or time of the prehearing conference.  Complainant also has not explained his failure to appear at the hearing.
9. Because Complainant, who has the burden, failed to appear and prosecute his case, the Amended Complaint shall be dismissed.   

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The Amended Formal Complaint filed by Corey Watson on March 31, 2016 is dismissed without prejudice.  

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
