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I. STATEMENT

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is contained in Interim Decisions previously issued in this matter.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put the instant Interim Decision in context.  

2. On January 27, 2016, Public Service Company of Colorado filed a Verified Application for Approval of its Solar*Connect Program.  

3. On January 28, 2016, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this Proceeding.  
4. On March 9, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

5. Vote Solar is an Intervenor and a Party in this Proceeding.  

6. An attorney who is not licensed to practice law in Colorado (out-of-state attorney) must be granted permission to appear pro hac vice in this Proceeding.  Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a)
 governs the admission of out-of-state attorneys.  Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) requires compliance with Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.) 205.4.  Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.4 incorporates the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3.  

7. As pertinent here, Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3(2)(a) details what an out-of-state attorney must do to be permitted to appear pro hac vice and includes these requirements:  

(i)
File a verified motion with the [administrative agency] requesting permission to appear;  

(ii)
Designate an associate attorney who is admitted and licensed to practice law in Colorado;  

(iii)
File a copy of the verified motion with the Clerk of the Supreme Court Office of Attorney Registration at the same time the verified motion is filed with the [administrative agency];  

(iv)
Pay the required fee to the Clerk of the Supreme Court collected by the Office of Attorney Registration; and  

(v)
Obtain permission from the [administrative agency] for such appearance.  

8. On June 22, 2016, Chinyere A. Osuala filed in this Proceeding a Verified Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Vote Solar (Osuala Motion).  

9. On June 29, 2016, the Commission received from the Attorney Registration Office of the Supreme Court of Colorado a notice that informed the Commission that Ms. Osuala has been assigned a pro hac vice registration number for this Proceeding.  The notice states that the final decision with respect to Ms. Osuala’s admission pro hac vice in this Proceeding lies with the Commission.  

10. The ALJ has reviewed the Osuala Motion, the Attorney Registration Office notice, and the requirements of Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3.  The ALJ finds that Ms. Osuala has complied with Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) and Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.4 (and the incorporated Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3), that the Osuala Motion states good cause, and that no party will be prejudiced if the Osuala Motion is granted.  In addition, the Osuala Motion is unopposed.  The ALJ will grant the Osuala Motion and will permit Ms. Osuala to appear pro hac vice to represent Vote Solar in this Proceeding.  

11. Chinyere A. Osuala, Esquire, is advised and is on notice that she will be held to Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3(7) as incorporated by reference into Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.4 and to the acknowledgements contained in the verified Osuala Motion.  

12. Michael Hiatt, Esquire, represents Vote Solar in this Proceeding.  He is the licensed Colorado attorney with whom Ms. Osuala is associated for purposes of Ms. Osuala’s pro hac vice representation of Vote Solar.  
13. Michael Hiatt, Esquire, is advised and is on notice that he will be held to Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.3(3) as incorporated by reference into Colo.R.Civ.P. 205.5.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Consistent with the discussion above, the Verified Motion to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Vote Solar filed by Chinyere A. Osuala, Esquire, is granted.  

2. Chinyere A. Osuala, Esquire, is granted permission to appear in this Proceeding pro hac vice as counsel for Vote Solar.  

3. Chinyere A. Osuala, Esquire, is held to the advisement contained in ¶ 11 of this Interim Decision.  

4. Michael Hiatt, Esquire, is held to the advisement contained in ¶ 13 of this Interim Decision.  

5. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

6. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
