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I. STATEMENT
1. Decision No. R16-0690-I set the prehearing schedule in this proceeding.  Among other things, it set August 1, 2016 and August 8, 2016 as the deadlines for Complainant and Respondent to file and serve their witness and exhibit lists and marked exhibits, respectively.  

2. On August 1, 2016, Complainant filed a Motion for Continuance (Motion).  Complainant did not file and serve her witness and exhibits lists or her marked exhibits.  
In her Motion, Complainant requests a continuance of the hearing and all deadlines in this proceeding.  Complainant did not state in her Motion whether Respondent opposes the Motion.  Under Rule 1400(b), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, the deadline for Respondent to respond to the Motion is August 15, 2016.  
3. On August 3, 2016, Respondent filed a Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time (Motion for Extension).  In its Motion for Extension, Respondent does not state whether it opposes Complainant’s Motion.  Instead, it requests an extension until August 15, 2016 to file and serve its witness and exhibit lists and marked exhibits, which is the deadline for Respondent to file its response to Complainant’s Motion.  As support, respondent states that the requested extension is necessary “because [Respondent] cannot adequately compile such responsive documents without knowing what evidence Complainant intends to present.”
  
4. Respondent has established good cause to grant the Motion for Extension.  However, to avoid any other such requests and given the shortness of time until the hearing, response time to Complainant’s Motion shall be shortened to August 8, 2016.  
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Respondent’s Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

2. Response time to Complainant’s Motion for Continuance is shortened to August 8, 2016.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
