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I. STATEMENT
1. On August 1, 2016, Complainant Laina Tolson filed a Motion for Continuance (Motion).  In her Motion, Complainant requests a continuance of the hearing and all deadlines in this proceeding.  As to the hearing, Ms. Tolson requests it to be continued at least until “October 22, 2016.”  As support, Ms. Tolson states that she needs time to seek “legal assistance to assist her in this very complicated matter” “since it is obvious the odds at any success are highly stacked against her.”
  Ms. Tolson also asserts that medical issues have interfered with her ability to prepare for the hearing.
  

2. On August 8, 2016, Respondent Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its Response to Complainant’s Motion (Response).  In its Response, Public Service states that it does not oppose the Motion provided the hearing is scheduled no later than the week of October 17, 2016 or October 24, 2016.
  Public Service argues that a continuance until the week of October 17, 2016 or October 24, 2016 would satisfy Public Service’s desire to resolve this case in a timely manner and give Complainant more than enough time to prepare her case and to find counsel to represent her.
  

3. Ms. Tolson has stated good cause for a continuance.  Accordingly, the existing procedural schedule shall be modified as follows:

Deadline for Respondent to File and Serve Witness and Exhibit List 
& Marked Exhibits
September 28, 2016

Deadline to File Prehearing Motion(s)

October 26, 2016 @ 9:00 a.m.

4. Each party’s witness list shall include a description of the anticipated testimony and the last known address and telephone number of each witness.  
5. Each party’s exhibit list shall identify each document that the party intends to introduce at the hearing.  An exhibit is any document or other tangible item the party wishes the Administrative Law Judge to consider in reaching a decision in this matter. 

6. As referenced in this Decision, serving a party with any document (e.g., witness and exhibit lists and exhibits) means that the party is required to give the document to the other party to the proceeding.  Service must be accomplished pursuant to Rule 1205 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Part 1.  The Commission’s Rules (including Rule 1205) are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.  
7. All parties must demonstrate through a certificate of service that they have served a filed document on all other parties in the proceeding.  A certificate of service is a statement indicating how and when a document was served on the other party (e.g., the filing was served by placing the document in the United States mail, first class postage-prepaid to an identified address on an identified date).
 

8. All exhibits shall be identified by sequential numbers (e.g., Exhibit 1, Exhibit 2, and Exhibit 3).  

9. Each party shall bring to the hearing an original and three copies of each exhibit it intends to introduce at the hearing.  The filing of an exhibit with the Commission does not, by itself, admit an exhibit into the record of the proceeding.

10. If any exhibit is longer than two pages, the party offering the exhibit shall sequentially number each page of the exhibit. 

The parties are on notice that:  (a) any witness, other than the Complainant, who is not identified on a witness list filed and served as required herein may not be permitted to testify, except as appropriate in rebuttal; (b) failure to provide an accurate description of the 

11. testimony of a witness on a witness list may result in an order prohibiting such witness from testifying; and (c) any exhibit that is not identified on the exhibit list filed and served as required herein may not be received into evidence, except as appropriate in rebuttal.  

12. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Part 1.  As noted above, the rules are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.  

13. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence). 
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Continuance filed by Complainant Laina Tolson is granted.  

2. The prehearing schedule is modified as set forth in paragraph 3 above. 

3. The hearing scheduled for August 22, 2016 is vacated and rescheduled as follows:
