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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 25, 2016, Anadarko Petroleum Corporation (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint against United Power, Inc. (Respondent).  That filing commenced this proceeding.
2. On July 26, 2016, pursuant to Rules 1205(a) and 1302(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 (2015), the Commission’s Director served on Respondent a copy of the Complaint, an Order to Satisfy or Answer, and an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  The latter Order and Notice set a hearing for October 11, 2016 at 9:00 a.m. in a Commission Hearing Room.  Respondent was ordered to Satisfy or Answer the Complaint within 20 days, or by August 15, 2016.

3. On August 3, 2016 by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The ALJ has been informed that both parties have elected to mediate this matter using the Commission’s Mediation Process and that mediation sessions are scheduled during the week of September 12, 2016.  Good cause exists, therefore, to vacate the hearing scheduled for October 11, 2016.  The ALJ will sua sponte vacate the scheduled hearing.

5. Depending on the progress or results of the Mediation Process, the ALJ may issue further procedural decisions in this proceeding, including scheduling a prehearing conference.  

6. The parties are advised that during the pendency of the Medication Process, the procedures, requirements, and deadlines of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, applicable to complaints will continue to apply to this proceeding.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The hearing scheduled in this matter for October 11, 2016 at 9:00 a.m. is vacated. 

2. During the pendency of the Medication Process, the procedures, requirements, and deadlines of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, applicable to complaints, continue to apply to this proceeding.  

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
