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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
July 18, 2016, Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’ or Applicant), by its President, Mr. Todd A. Holland, filed the above-captioned application to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55787.  Applicant did not file direct testimony, a detailed summary of testimony, or copies of exhibits with its application.  On July 22, 2016, Applicant amended the application by revising the proposed authority.  
2. On July 25, 2016, the Commission issued a Notice of Applications Filed, including notice of the instant application, stating the extended authority as revised in the July 22, 2016 amendment.  The 30-day notice period ended on August 24, 2016, and intervention pleadings were due to be filed on or before that date.

3. On August 15, 2016, Ace Express Coaches, LLC (Ace Express), through counsel, filed a Notice of Intervention as of Right, alleging that, if granted, the application would conflict with the authority Ace Express currently holds and operates daily.  Ace Express requests a hearing on the application and seeks an order denying the application in its entirety.  

4. On August 23, 2016, Applicant amended the application in response to the intervention by Ace Express, “by specifically removing any further territory extensions related to Parts I and II of CPCN No. 55787, for call-and-demand shuttle and charter service to / from Central City and Black Hawk.”
  

5. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
August 31, 2016, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.
6. Pursuant to Rule 1405(k) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 (2015), Applicant was required to file and to serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits within ten days of the end of the notice period, or by September 6, 2016.
 

7. On September 6, 2016, Applicant, through counsel, filed a Motion to Extend Time to File Witness and Exhibit Summary, requesting an extension of time to September 20, 2016 within which to file its Exhibit and Witness Summary.  The motion does not contain a notice of conferral pursuant to Rule 1400(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

8. Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, Intervenor Ace Express has 14 days, or until September 20, 2016, in which to file a response to the motion.  

9. There will be insufficient time for Intervenor to file a response and for the undersigned ALJ to rule on Applicant’s Motion to Extend Time to File Witness and Exhibit Summary, before the new due date proposed by Applicant.  Therefore, the undersigned ALJ finds good cause to shorten the 14-day response time to Applicant’s motion.  

10. Therefore, the ALJ will sua sponte shorten the response time to Applicant’s Motion to Extend Time to File Witness and Exhibit Summary to seven calendar days after filing of the motion, or to and including September 13, 2016.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations, the response time to Ramblin’ Express, Inc.’s Motion to Extend Time to File Witness and Exhibit Summary is shortened to seven calendar days.  

2. Responses to the Motion to Extend Time to File Witness and Exhibit Summary are due on or before September 13, 2016.
