I. STATEMENT
1. On 
August 17, 2016, Art Cleaners, Inc., doing business as Angel Wings Enterprises, Inc. (Complainant) filed a document entitled Complaint against Tiger Natural Gas and Public Service Company of Colorado (jointly, Respondents).  The Complaint requested the hearing in this proceeding be held in Boulder, Colorado.  
2. On August 19, 2016, the Commission scheduled the Complaint for an evidentiary hearing on October 31, 2016 starting at 9:00 a.m. in a hearing room at the Public Utilities Commission in Denver, Colorado.  On the same date, the Commission served the Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing and other documents on Complainant.   

3. On October 11, 2016, Complainant filed a Request for Information and Change of Place of Hearing, which shall be deemed a motion (Motion).  In the Motion, Complainant requests that: (a) Respondents bring to the hearing “copies of agreements defining the relationship between Tiger Natural Gas, Inc. and Xcel Energy and Public Service Company of Colorado,” “the alleged defective gas meter which was replaced,” and “any notes of the services performed by the employee” who, presumably, replaced the gas meter; and (b) “[t]he place of the hearing be moved to Boulder, Colorado.”
  

4. Complainant did not, however, confer with Respondents before filing the Motion, as required by Rule 1400(a), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Complainant and Respondents are reminded that they must comply with all of the Commission’s Rules, which are available on the Commission’s website and in hard copy from the Commission.
5. Under Rule 1400(b), 4 CCR 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, Respondents have until October 26, 2016 to respond to Complainant’s Motion.  However, as noted above, the hearing in this proceeding is scheduled to commence on October 31, 2016.  Accordingly, pursuant to Rule 1308(c), 4 CCR 723-1 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds that time is of the essence and shortens response time to the Motion to October 19, 2016.  
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

For the reasons stated above, Respondents Tiger Natural Gas and Public Service Company of Colorado have until October 19, 2016 to file their responses, if any, to the Request 

1. for Information and Change of Place of Hearing filed by Complainant Art Cleaners, Inc., doing business as Angel Wings Enterprises, Inc.
