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I. STATEMENT  
1. On December 14, 2016, the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (Respondent).  That filing commenced this Proceeding.  

2. Complainant and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties; each individually is a Party.  Each Party is represented by legal counsel in this matter.  

3. On December 21, 2016, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

A. Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline to Respond to Complaint and Request for Waiver of Response Time.   

4. On December 20, 2016, the Commission issued, and served on Respondent, an Order to Satisfy or Answer.  Respondent’s response to the Complaint is due not later than January 9, 2017.  

5. On December 22 2016, Respondent filed, in one document, an Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline to Respond to Complaint [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].  

6. As support for the Request, Respondent states that the Motion is unopposed.  The ALJ finds that the Request states good cause for waiving response time and that waiving response time will not prejudice any Party.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will waive response time to the Motion.  

7. By the Motion, Respondent seeks to extend, to and including January 27, 2017, the time within which it must file either its response to the Complaint or a notice that it has satisfied the Complaint.  Respondent requests this additional time due to the year-end holidays and the press of other business.  The ALJ finds that the Motion, which is unopposed, states good cause and that granting the Motion will not prejudice any Party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will extend, to and including January 27, 2017, the time within which Respondent must file either its response to the Complaint or a notice that it has satisfied the Complaint.  

B. Evidentiary Hearing.  

8. On December 20, 2016, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  The evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding is scheduled for March 13, 2017.  

9. If Respondent responds to the Complaint and a hearing is necessary, extending the time for Respondent to file its response to the Complaint leaves insufficient time for the Parties to prepare for the scheduled evidentiary hearing.  In addition, if Respondent files a notice that it has satisfied the Complaint, no hearing will be necessary.  The ALJ will vacate the March 13, 2017 evidentiary hearing.  

C. Advisements.  

10. The Parties are advised and are on notice that they must be familiar with, and must abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723 Part 1.  These Rules are available on-line at www.colorado.gov/dora/puc.  

11. As pertinent here, Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1202(d) provides:  

[e]very pleading of a party represented by an attorney shall be signed by the attorney, and shall state the attorney’s address, telephone number, e-mail address, and attorney registration number.  
(Emphasis supplied.)  The Parties are advised and are on notice that filings must comply with this requirement
 and with the other requirements found in Commission rules pertaining to filings made with the Commission.  

12. The Parties are advised and are on notice that timely filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, the document is not filed timely with the Commission.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline to Respond to Complaint, which motion was filed on December 22, 2016, is granted.  

2. Not later than January 27, 2017, Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC, shall file either its response to the Complaint filed on December 14, 2016 or a notice that it has satisfied the Complaint filed on December 14, 2016.  

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 13, 2017 is vacated.  
4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time, which request was filed on December 22, 2016, is granted.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline to Respond to Complaint is waived.  
6. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in this Interim Decision.  

7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
