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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. On January 9, 2017, WANRack LLC (WANRack) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs (Motion).  In its Motion, WANRack requests “a ninety-day tariff filing extension until April 15, 2017.”
  On January 24, 2017, WANRack filed a Supplemental Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs (Supplemental Filing). In its Supplemental Filing, WANRack sets forth additional reasons for the original request for an extension of time to file tariffs. 
 

2. Through this Decision, we grant the Motion, as supplemented, and extend the time to file the required tariffs for an additional 90 days, consistent with the discussion below.  

B.
Background, Findings, and Conclusions

3. In Decision No. C16-0036 (mailed January 15, 2016), the Commission granted WANRack’s application for a Letter of Registration (LOR)
 with conditions.  That Decision stated:

Before commencing operations under this LOR to provide switched services, WANRack shall file an Advice Letter and accompanying tariff, on not less than 30 days’ notice, to be effective within one year from the Mailed Date of this Decision. The proposed tariff shall contain all the information required under Rule 2122.  

Decision No. C16-0036 at Ordering Paragraph 5.

4. In its Motion, WANRack states that it has not commenced operations in Colorado, and that “The Company has prepared and obtained approval for its FCC Tariff No. 1”. 
 In its Supplemental Filing, WANRack states that “this filing supplements the record to indicate that due to changes in the executive level of the company, market [entry] and deployments were delayed.”
 

5. WANRack states that it plans to file its Colorado Switched Access Tariffs by 
mid-February or sooner. The Commission finds good cause exists to grant the Motion and that the extension of time will create no prejudice.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs filed January 9, 2017, by WANRack, LLC, is granted.  

2. If WANRack, LLC, fails to file an Advice Letter and proposed tariff, on not less than 30 days’ notice, that is effective within 90 days from the Mailed Date of this Decision, the Letter of Registration granted in Decision No. C16-0036 to provide switched access service shall be deemed null and void without further action of the Commission. 

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.
4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
