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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By this Decision, we grant the Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Rule 1202(c) for Briefs Required by Decision No. C15-0084-I (Unopposed Motion) and Motion for Waiver of Response Time filed by the City of Boulder (Boulder) on February 13, 2017.  We also reschedule the prehearing conference from March 8, 2017, to March 10, 2017. 
B. Procedural History
2. In this Proceeding, Boulder seeks approval of the transfer of assets and other related relief so that Boulder can create a municipal utility.  The Commission has acknowledged that Boulder has the legal right to establish a municipal utility, but the Commission must review and approve the acquisition.      

3. On September 28, 2016, Boulder filed its Second Supplemental Application.  
On November 17, 2016 the Commission deemed complete Boulder’s Second Supplemental Application.
   
4. The Commission has adopted a procedural schedule for this Proceeding that includes a prehearing conference on January 25, 2017; answer testimony due February 17, 2017; and rebuttal and cross-answer testimony due March 30, 2017.  The hearing is scheduled to begin on April 26, 2017.

5. On January 27, 2017, we issued Decision No. C17-0084-I requiring legal briefs on a series of questions raised by Boulder’s Second Supplemental Application.  That decision also set a prehearing conference for March 8, 2017.

6. On February 13, 2017, Boulder filed its Unopposed Motion requesting that the Commission waive the 30-page page limit established by Rule 1202(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 for the legal briefs required by Decision No. C17-0084-I. Boulder asserts that it needs more than 30 pages to provide comprehensive analysis and argument in answer to the Commission’s numerous questions. Boulder states that other parties may also require more than 30 pages and that no party opposes this motion.
C. Findings and Conclusions  
7. We find good cause to waive the page limits in Rule 1202(c) for the legal briefs filed in response to Decision N. C17-0084-I.

8. We also waive response time to the Unopposed Motion

9. The prehearing conference scheduled for March 8, 2017 is vacated and the prehearing conference is rescheduled for March 10, 2017.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Rule 1202(c) for Briefs Required by Decision No. C15-0084-I and Motion for Waiver of Response Time filed by the City of Boulder on February 13, 2017 is granted. 
2. The prehearing conference scheduled for March 8, 2017, is vacated.
