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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, 
OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By this Decision, we accept the Petition for Declaratory Order Re: Decisions R16-0025 (Petition) filed by Johnathan Levine on February 7, 2017.  The deadline for filing a motion to intervene or notice of intervention by right is March 3, 2017.  Such filing shall also contain a statement of position on the merits of the Petition. 

B. Findings and Conclusions

Through Decision No. R16-0025 and subsequent Commission decisions in Proceeding No. 15C-0119EC, the Commission revoked the luxury limousine permit of Hummers of Vail, Inc., doing business as Hummers of Vail, Vail Taxi Service, ECO Limo of Vail, Vail Luxury Limo, and Vans to Vail Valley (Hummers of Vail).
  The Commission also prohibited 

2. Hummers of Vail, its principals, owners, directors, and members from obtaining a luxury limousine permit for a period of two years from the date of revocation.
  As required by the Decision, Mr. Levine filed a statement that he is the only principal, owner, director, or member of Hummers of Vail.

3. By the Petition, Mr. Levine seeks a determination as to whether, under Decision No. R16-0025, he can obtain employment as a driver for a properly permitted luxury limousine company. 

C. Conclusion and Findings

4. We accept the Petition and refer the matter to an Administrative Law Judge for expedited review.

5. Any person seeking intervention in this Proceeding must file a motion to intervene or a notice of intervention by right by March 3, 2017.  Such filing must also contain a statement of position on the merits of the Petition.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition for Declaratory Order Re: Decisions R16-0025 (Petition) filed by Johnathan Levine on February 7, 2017, is accepted. 

2. Notice of the Petition will be provided in the February 21, 2017, bi-weekly transportation notice.  The intervention period will expire on March 3, 3017.

3. Any person seeking to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, shall file a motion to intervene or notice of intervention of right by March 3, 2017.  Such filing must also contain a statement of position on the merits of the Petition.
4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
