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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On February 24, 2017, Ms. Leslie Glustrom filed a document titled “Statement 
of Position,” which was subsequently corrected through a filing on February 27, 2017.  On February 28, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a motion requesting the Commission strike Ms. Glustrom’s filing (Motion to Strike).  Through this Decision, we deny the Motion to Strike and waive additional response time; Ms. Glustrom’s filings are treated as public comment pursuant to Rule 1509 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulation (CCR) 723-1. 

B. Discussion, Findings, and Conclusions

2. Through its Motion to Strike, Public Service states that Ms. Glustrom was denied intervention in this proceeding and was not granted status as amicus curiae.  Public Service further notes that Ms. Glustrom requested, and participated in, the public comment hearing held by the Commission in this proceeding.

3. Public Service requests that Ms. Glustrom’s filing be stricken from the record, stating: “Ms. Glustrom should not be permitted to have rights granted to parties and amicus curiae, including without limitation the right to file a Statement of Position, while simultaneously participating in public comment hearings explicitly set up for non-parties to provide comment to the Commission.”
 

4. Pursuant to Rule 1509, the Commission may accept oral or written comment from the public concerning any proceeding.  These comments “provide a means for interested persons to encourage the Commission in the exercise of its discretion.” Rule 1509(a), 4 CCR 723-1.  The rule does not preclude written comment if the commenter provided oral comments at a public hearing. 

5. The Commission denied Ms. Glustrom’s Petition to Intervene filed June 29, 2016.  Ms. Glustrom is not a party or amicus in this proceeding.  As a non-party, Ms. Glustrom is a member of the public.  Ms. Glustrom’s written comments
 are included in the record as public comment.  
6. We deny the Motion to Strike and waive additional response time. 

II. order
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Strike the Statement of Position of Leslie Glustrom filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on February 28, 2017, is denied and response time is waived.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
