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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the City of Arvada (Arvada) on March 6, 2017, requesting authority to alter the traffic signal phasing of the new traffic signal at the intersection of Grandview Avenue and Saulsbury Street to accommodate traffic signal controller capabilities and to address property ownership and easement issues at the location of the originally proposed pedestrian crosswalk location, and to make a minor change to the proposed signing for the pedestrian crossing.

2. On March 20, 2017, the Regional Transportation District (RTD) filed a response opposing the Motion due to a belief that a manhole shown on the plans was actually a drainage inlet that would interfere with accessibility to the pedestrian ramp.

3. On March 21, 2017, RTD withdrew its opposition to the Motion after conferring with Arvada and determining in the field that the manhole with the cover shown on the plans is actually a manhole and not a drainage inlet as originally believed by RTD. 

B. Findings of Fact

4. Arvada is requesting to amend its application to make three changes.  These changes include moving the location of the proposed crosswalk, changing the traffic signal phasing, and a minor change to the proposed signing at the pedestrian crossing.

5. Arvada states that due to property ownership and easement coordination with the property owner on the northeast corner of the Saulsbury Street and Grandview Avenue intersection, Arvada needs to move the proposed pedestrian crossing west of the original location shown in the original application.  The crosswalk pavement markings and vehicle stop line would also be moved west to the new proposed crosswalk location.

6. Regarding the traffic signal phasing change, Arvada proposes removing the pedestrian movement crossing the north leg of the intersection during the hold interval of the traffic signal during a train event.  During testing, it was found that the traffic signal controller does not have the capability to run this phase as part of the hold interval.

7. Finally, Arvada requests to make a minor change to the pedestrian signage on the north side of the pedestrian crossing.  Arvada proposes posting the sign on the left side of 
the sidewalk as opposed to the original location on the right side of the sidewalk with a corresponding change to align with the revised curb ramp and sidewalks proposed as part of this Motion.

8. All other elements remain the same as in the original application.

9. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the City of Arvada on March 6, 2017, requesting authority to alter the traffic signal phasing of the new traffic signal at the intersection of Grandview Avenue and Saulsbury Street to accommodate traffic signal controller capabilities and to address property ownership and easement issues at the location 
of the originally proposed pedestrian crosswalk location, and to make a minor change to the proposed signing for the pedestrian crossing is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
