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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by Jefferson County on February 24, 2017, requesting authority to add a sidewalk and other improvements adjacent to the crossing of Ulysses Street with the Regional Transportation District (RTD) W-Line, National Inventory No. 966876L, in Jefferson County, State of Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application (Notice) to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed on February 27, 2017.

3. On March 29, 2017, RTD filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention as of Right in Opposition to the Application.  RTD states that the Application states the gate arm at the location will remain in the same location, but that the gate arm has actually been moved to accommodate changes at the crossing and that the Application does not state how cost responsibilities for the crossing changes will be allocated and that RTD should not bear any of the costs of the proposed changes.  While RTD believes that the issues it raises can be resolved well short of a hearing, RTD currently opposes the Application and requests a hearing in this matter.

4. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

5. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application as amended to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition of the interventions and a determination of the merits of the Application.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The application (Application) filed by Jefferson County on February 24, 2017, requesting authority to add a sidewalk and other improvements adjacent to the crossing of Ulysses Street with the Regional Transportation District (RTD) W-Line, National Inventory No. 966876L, in Jefferson County, State of Colorado is deemed complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Proceeding No. 17A-0126R is referred to an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for disposition of the interventions and determination of the merits of the Application.
