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I. by the commission

A. Statement
1. On February 13, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed its Second Motion for Extraordinary Protection (Motion). That Motion requested that the Commission grant extraordinary protection for Highly Confidential and competitive bid information provided in response to the Company’s Request for Information and Request for Proposals from the Advanced Metering Infrastructure vendors that was requested through discovery. Public Service also requested that the bid information only be disclosed to: (1) Commissioners; (2) Commission advisors and advisory counsel; (3) assigned Commission Trial Staff (Trial Staff); and (4) assigned personnel from the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) (Limited Recipients).
2. Mission:data filed a Response to the Motion on February 27, 2017, opposing the relief sought by Public Service, in particular Public Service’s request that the bid information be provided only to the Commissioners, advisors, Trial Staff, and assigned personnel of the OCC. Instead, Mission:data argued that parties’ attorneys and subject matter experts should have access to the bid information at issue, provided they execute the appropriate Non-Disclosure Agreements.

3. On March 20, 2017, Public Service filed a Reply, with Affidavits attached thereto, that contained new details about the bid information and why Public Service argues that it should be afforded extraordinary protection. 

4. In its Reply, Public Service provided one alternative proposal, namely that the bid information only be released to attorneys in the following restrictive manner: the bids are only available to be viewed on a designated computer at Public Service’s office at 1800 Larimer Street in Denver; the computer will not be equipped with access to the internet or electronic mail; the information may only be viewed in the presence of a Company employee; and cell phones, cameras, or any equipment that can be used to record information will not be allowed within reaching distance of the person viewing the bids. The Company also requested that these restrictions apply to all participants in the proceeding other than the Commission, Commission advisors, and Commission advisory counsel, who can request a copy of the bid information on CD.
Based on the foregoing, Public Service’s Second Motion for Extraordinary Protection was granted, in part, and denied, in part via Interim Decision No. C17-0237-I.
 Specifically, Interim Decision No. C17-0237-I ordered the Company provide CDs containing 

5. the bid information to the Commission, Commission Advisors, and Commission Advisory Counsel—as Public Service stated in its Reply.

6. Public Service now requests that the Commission modify paragraph 35 of Interim Decision No. C17-0237-I to include Staff and the OCC as parties that may receive CDs containing the bid information. Public Service states that its failure to include Staff and the OCC within the group that should receive a CD in its response filed on March 20, 2017, was inadvertent and Public Service’s Motion to Modify
 seeks to correct its clerical error.

7. Based on the foregoing, we find that Public Service’s Motion to Modify Interim Decision No. C17-0237-I satisfies the burden of establishing that Public Service is entitled to the relief requested and therefore grant the Motion to Modify.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s Motion to Modify the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s Interim Decision No. C17-0237-I filed on April 14, 2017, is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
