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I. BY THE COMMISSION 

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for approval of an application for an order approving the actual costs for 2016 for the System Safety and Integrity Rider (SSIR) filed by Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos Energy or Company) on March 31, 2017. 
2. This Application was filed in compliance with Decision Nos. R15-1146 
in Proceeding No. 15AL-0299G issued October 23, 2015; C15-1187 in Proceeding 
No. 15AL-0299G issued November 6, 2015; and C17-0239-I in Proceeding No. 15AL-0875G issued March 27, 2017, for the purpose of initiating a prudency review process for the expenditures recovered through December 31, 2016 as reflected in Atmos Energy’s SSIR.  
3. As described in Attachment 6 to the Application, the 2016 SSIR collected $41,647 more than the actual SSIR costs incurred by the Company through December 31, 2016.   By this Application, Atmos Energy is asking the Commission to approve the system safety and integrity costs incurred through December 31, 2016.
4. The Application demonstrates that the actual cost revenue requirement underlying the Company’s request is $644,602, as the Company invested $5.2 million over the year that nets to $5.0 million of rate base.  As compared to the $686,249 of revenues recovered, the calculation results in an over recovery of $41,647.

5. The request, if granted, will have no immediate impact on customer rates, as any rate change associated with this required Cost Prudency report will occur via the Advice Letter to be submitted on November 1, 2017 where the projected SSIR rate for 2017 will be established.

6. The Commission has reviewed the request for approval of the SSIR costs for calendar year 2016 and has found the application complete, and the requested costs for 2016 does not take exception to the request. 

7. We find good cause to approve the request, as no party has intervened or opposed the Request.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Approval of 2016 System Safety and Integrity Rider costs filed by Atmos Energy Corporation on March 31, 2017, is deemed complete and granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
