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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for Permission to Amend Application and to Grant Application, as Amended Under Modified Procedure, and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by the City of Aurora (Aurora) on May 19, 2017, requesting authority to amend the previous approved application to alter the proposed fence to be installed on the south side of the pedestrian area of the crossing.

2. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion and waive response time. 

B. Findings of Fact

3. Aurora proposes to change the fencing on the south side of the crossing near the pedestrian crossing.  Aurora states that the original application contained an error with regard to the fencing length, and that a shorter fence length is required for the south side of the crossing.  Aurora provides Exhibit C Rev 1 – Roadway Plan (sheet 4 of 4) to show the portion of the fence to be removed and the new starting point of the fence on the south side of the crossing.  Aurora has hired a contractor to perform a variety of work at the station, including the requested change, and has filed the Motion prior to any work being performed.

4. Aurora is authorized to state that the Regional Transportation District, the only other party in this proceeding, does not oppose the amendments requested by the Motion, and requests that response time to the motion be waived.  

C. Conclusions

5. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

6. Based on the Findings of Fact, we find good cause exists and that the requirements of public safety and necessity are met by granting the Motion and waiving response time consistent with the above discussion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Permission to Amend Application and to Grant Application, as Amended Under Modified Procedure, and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by the City of Aurora on May 19, 2017, requesting authority to amend the previous approved application to alter the proposed fence to be installed on the south side of the pedestrian area of the crossing is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.

3. The Amended Application is granted.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
