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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition of the Colorado 9-1-1 Advisory Task Force (the Task Force) for a Rulemaking to Streamline, Update, and Improve Rules 2130 and 2008(a) (Petition), filed on May 24, 2017. Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we accept the Petition.

2. The Task Force filed its Petition pursuant to §§ 24-4-103, 40-2-108, 40-6-101, and 40-10.1-106, C.R.S., and Rules 1304(g) and 1306(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 
4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, which permit any interested person to file a petition for the issuance, amendment, or repeal of a rule.

3. The Task Force is a body created by Commission Rule 2145. Pursuant to Rule 2145(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products 4 CCR 723-2, the Task Force is mandated “to provide oversight of the statewide implementation of basic emergency service.” Rule 2145(b) also requires the Task Force to investigate various topics related to 9-1-1 service in the state and reporting its findings to the Commission.

4. The Task Force notes that in a previous 9-1-1 rulemaking (Proceeding 
No. 15R-0318T), the Commission terminated the rulemaking without adopting recommended rules in order to “allow for additional stakeholder discussions with the goal of protecting public safety and addressing challenges posed by emerging technologies.”

5. The Task Force also states in the Petition that it was “the desire of the Task Force to identify areas of the rules where consensus could be reached without engaging in deeper questions of the Commission’s jurisdictional authority regarding 9-1-1 service provided by Originating Service Providers, Intermediary Aggregation Service Providers, and Public Safety Answering Points.”  Petition at 3.
6. To accomplish this, the Task Force states that it created a committee to undergo a series of workshops and invited a wide range of stakeholders to participate, including both industry representatives and representatives of local 9-1-1 governing bodies and public safety answering points. A full list of the workshop participants was attached to the Petition as Exhibit C.

7. The result of the workshops held by the Task Force committee is an extensive revision of the Commission’s 9-1-1 rules, attached in redline format to the Petition as Exhibit A and in clean format as Exhibit B.

The Task Force acknowledged in its Petition that a Next Generation 9-1-1 
(NG9-1-1) Subcommittee has been established under the Homeland Security and All-Hazards 

8. Senior Advisory Committee within the Colorado Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management to provide recommendations on several topics regarding 9-1-1 service in Colorado.
 The Task Force states that it is not its intention to act in “competition or conflict” with the 
NG9-1-1 Subcommittee, and notes that the subcommittee’s stated goals do not include providing recommended changes to the Commission’s rules regarding the provision of 9-1-1 service.

9. The Task Force further states in its Petition that its suggested changes to the Commission’s 9-1-1 rules “streamline the 9-1-1 Rules by removing unnecessary, redundant, or outdated language, update the Rules with current terminology or redefines existing terminology in a technology-neutral manner to better ‘future-proof’ the 9-1-1 Rules, and makes significant improvements to the 9-1-1 Rules regarding the topics of 9-1-1 network diversity and resiliency [and] contingency planning.”  Petition at 4
10. By this Decision, we accept the Petition and will issue a notice of the Petition to interested persons, firms, corporations, government entities, and other impacted parties.

11. Further, we find good cause to invite comments from all stakeholders on whether the Commission should open a rulemaking proceeding to address the issues raised in the Petition, in whole or in part, or whether the Commission should take such other action as may be appropriate regarding the Petition.

12. Interested persons may submit written comments within 30 days after the issuance of the notice, or June 30, 2017. The Commission will determine how to proceed after receiving and reviewing these comments.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That
1. The Petition for Rulemaking to Streamline, Update, and Improve Commission Rules 210-2159 and 2008(a) (Petition) filed by the 9-1-1 Advisory Task Force on May 24, 2017 is accepted.
2. Notice of the Petition will be provided to interested persons, firms, corporations, government entities, and other impacted parties.

3.
