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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion
1. On June 12, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice No. 1743 – Electric, proposing to revise various tariffs to correct administrative errors and clean up language to reflect terms of the Non-Unanimous Comprehensive Settlement Agreement (Settlement) approved by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission in Decision No. C16-1075, issued on November 23, 2016, in consolidated Proceeding Nos. 16AL-0048E, 16A-0055E, and 16A-0139E.  Public Service states the Advice Letter allows the Company and its customers flexibility to work together on two specific provisions in the new P.U.C. No. 8 - Electric Tariff (Electric Tariff) approved in the Settlement.  

2. Public Service filed its Advice No. 1731 – Electric compliance filing on December 8, 2016, to comply with Commission Decision No. C16-1075. In the current filing, the Company is proposing some additional changes primarily to correct errors found after the compliance filing was made to ensure conformance of the Electric Tariff with the Settlement and comply with Commission Decision No. C16-1075. 
3. Public Service also filed a motion requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice No. 1743 – Electric (Motion) under § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S. Specifically, the Company seeks authorization to use the following alternative forms of notice:

a) Filing the change with the Commission and keeping the filing open for public inspection; 
b) Publishing a legal notice in The Denver Post, attached to the Motion, and filed contemporaneously with Advice No. 1743 – Electric in this proceeding. 
4. Public Service states that it seeks approval of alternative notice in order to avoid incurring the expense that is entailed in the other forms of statutory notice. The Company estimates the cost of effectuating notice through individual mailings to be in excess of $300,000. Public Service further asserts that there is good cause for the Commission to allow the alternative form of notice requested by the Motion because the newspaper notice will provide to the general public required information regarding the proposed changes to the various revisions in the Company’s Colorado P.U.C. No. 8 – Electric tariff. 
5. Public Service also requests that the Commission waive response time to the Motion because it was filed contemporaneously with Advice No. 1743 – Electric, and Public Service must provide timely notice of this filing.

6. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and Rule 1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 CCR 723-1, a utility may request to provide alternative forms of public notice of its advice letter filing proposing amendments to its tariffs.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable.  We therefore grant the request for alternative form of notice in the Motion. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Approval of Alternative Form of Notice and Waiver of Response Time, filed June 12, 2017, by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. Response time is waived.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
