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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Decision grants the Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Proposed Procedural Schedule Filing and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on June 16, 2017. The Decision also grants the Motion for Leave to Intervene and Enter an Appearance Out of Time and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission Staff (Staff) on June 19, 2017. 

B. Public Service’s Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Proposed Procedural Scheduling Filing
2. On June 16, 2017, Public Service filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Proposed Procedural Schedule Filing and for Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed 
Motion). The Unopposed Motion followed the June 15, 2017, mailing of Interim Decision 
No. C17-0491-I, which established the parties to this Proceeding and a June 20, 2017, deadline for a consensus proposal for a procedural schedule. 

3. In its Unopposed Motion, Public Service states that the parties to this Proceeding conferred and agreed that more time was needed to discuss and coordinate potential procedures and an associated schedule. More specifically, Public Service affirmatively expresses that the parties are considering certain alternatives, including the “liberal use of stipulated facts.”

4. Based on the foregoing, Public Service suggests extending the deadline to file a proposed procedural schedule to June 23, 2017. All parties to this Proceeding support the Unopposed Motion, including the waiver of response time thereto.

C. Staff’s Motion for Leave to Intervene and Enter an Appearance Out of Time
5. On February 21, 2017, through Decision No. C17-0150-I, the Commission accepted Public Service’s Petition and ordered that any party, including Staff, must intervene by March 24, 2017.

6. On June 19, 2017, Staff filed its Motion for Leave to Intervene and Enter an Appearance Out of Time (Staff’s Motion). 
7. In Staff’s Motion, Staff contends that it did not intervene by March 24, 2017, because Staff believed that this proceeding would be decided through legal briefing.

8. Pursuant to Decision No. C17-0491-I, which concluded that a hearing is required in order to render a decision on the Petition, Staff now seeks leave to intervene as a party. As good cause for its motion for late intervention, Staff asserts that it initially believed this Proceeding would be decided through legal briefing. Now that the Commission has concluded that a hearing is required, Staff believes it may provide valuable information into the record for the Commission’s consideration.

9. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure provides:

Except as provided by paragraph (d) of this rule, any person may file a notice of intervention as of right or a motion to intervene by permission within 30 days of notice of any administrative or adjudicatory proceeding, unless the Commission's notice or a specific rule or statute provides otherwise. … The Commission may, for good cause shown, allow late intervention, subject to reasonable procedural requirements. 
10. Based on the foregoing, the Commission finds that good cause exists to allow Staff’s late intervention pursuant to Rule 1401(a). All parties to this Proceeding have indicated that they have no objection to Staff’s late intervention.

D. Findings and Conclusions
11. The Commission finds that good cause exists to extend the June 20, 2017, deadline for a consensus proposal for a procedural schedule to June 23, 2017.

12. The Commission also finds good cause to allow Staff’s late intervention pursuant to Rule 1401(a). Staff is a party to Proceeding No. 17D-0082E.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Consistent with the discussion above, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) shall confer with the parties in this Proceeding to develop a proposed procedural schedule. Public Service shall file the proposed procedural schedule no later than June 23, 2017.

2. Public Service’s Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Proposed Procedural Scheduling Filing is granted.

3. The Motion of Staff for Leave to Intervene and Enter an Appearance Out of Time on June 19, 2017, is granted. Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission is a party in this matter.

4. Response time to Public Service’s Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Proposed Procedural Scheduling Filing is waived. 

5. Response Time to Staff’s Motion for Leave to Intervene and Enter an Appearance Out of Time is waived.
6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
