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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition filed by the 9-1-1 Advisory Task Force (the Task Force or the Petitioner) on May 24, 2017 (Petition) for the Commission to commence a rulemaking proceeding for 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2130 through 2159 and 2008(a) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, pursuant to §§ 24-4-103, 40-2-108, 40-6-101, and 
40-10.1-106, C.R.S., and Rules 1304(g) and 1306(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, which permit any interested person to file a petition for the issuance, amendment, or repeal of a rule.

2. Consistent with the discussion below, we find good cause to grant the petition to open a rulemaking. 

B. Findings and Conclusions
3. The Task Force is a body created by Commission Rule 2145. Pursuant to Rule 2145(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products 4 CCR 723-2, the Task Force is mandated “to provide oversight of the statewide implementation of basic emergency service.” Rule 2145(b) also requires the Task Force to investigate various topics related to 9-1-1 service in the state and report its findings to the Commission.

4. Rules 4 CCR 723-2-2130 through 2159 are referred to by the Petitioner collectively as “the 9-1-1 Rules”, and they are titled in the Commission’s rules as 
“Emergency 9-1-1 Services for Emergency Telecommunications Service Providers and Basic Local Exchange Carriers.” Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2008(a) specifically enumerates standards incorporated by reference regarding the provision of 9-1-1 service.

5. The Task Force notes that in a previous 9-1-1 rulemaking (Proceeding 
No. 15R-0318T), the Commission terminated the rulemaking without adopting recommended rules in order to “allow for additional stakeholder discussions with the goal of protecting public safety and addressing challenges posed by emerging technologies.”

6. The Task Force also states in the Petition that it was “the desire of the Task Force to identify areas of the rules where consensus could be reached without engaging in deeper questions of the Commission’s jurisdictional authority regarding 9-1-1 service provided by Originating Service Providers, Intermediary Aggregation Service Providers, and Public Safety Answering Points.” Petition at 3.

7. The Task Force states that to accomplish this it created a committee to undergo a series of workshops and invited a wide range of stakeholders to participate, including both industry representatives and representatives of local 9-1-1 governing bodies and public safety answering points. A full list of the workshop participants was attached to the Petition as Exhibit C.

8. The result of the workshops held by the Task Force committee is an extensive revision of the Commission’s 9-1-1 rules, attached in redline format to the Petition as Exhibit A and in clean format as Exhibit B.

9. On May 31, 2017, the Commission issued Interim Decision No. C17-0452-I accepting the Petition and requesting public comment, setting a due date for public comment of June 30, 2017. Additionally, the Commission published a press release on June 2, 2017, calling for public comments on the Petition by the due date.

10. Four comments were filed in response to the Petition. All comments filed were supportive of the Commission granting the Petition and commencing the requested rulemaking.

11. We find good cause to grant this Petition for rulemaking, and will separately open a rulemaking proceeding with proposed rules at a later time which will determine whether the proposed rule changes are in the public interest.

II. order
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of the 9-1-1 Advisory Task Force for the Commission to commence a rulemaking proceeding to change 9-1-1 service Rules 4 Code of Regulations 723-2-2130 through 2159 and 2008(a) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products filed on May 24, 2017, is granted. In a separate proceeding and by a separate decision, the Commission will open a rulemaking proceeding under Rule 1306 and subject to § 24-4-103, C.R.S.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
