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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement 

1. On July 7, 2017, Global Connection Inc. of America, doing business as STAND UP WIRELESS (Stand Up Wireless) filed an Application for Waiver of 4 CCR 723-2-2311, 
in accordance with Rule 2311(g) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, and Waiver of 4 CCR 
723-1-1206(d).

2. Through this Decision we grant the request to waive Rule 1206 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 and provide a 14-day shortened notice and intervention period.  Notice and intervention periods shall be concurrent and shall conclude at 5:00 p.m., July 27, 2017. 
B. Background

3. Stand Up Wireless was designated by the Commission as a wireless Eligible Telecommunications Carrier (ETC) in certain non-rural areas of Colorado on September 16, 2013 in Proceeding No. 13A-0333T. Blue Jay Wireless, LLC (Blue Jay) was designated by the Commission as a wireless ETC on January 14, 2013 in Proceeding No. 12A-829T.

4. Stand Up Wireless and Blue Jay (the Parties) have entered into an agreement to transfer certain Blue Jay customers to Stand Up Wireless. Customers transferred over to Stand Up Wireless will keep their current phone number, and their current underlying carrier, as well as their current Lifeline rate plan.  

5. The Parties desire to transfer customers by August 21, 2017, or earlier, if possible.

6. Stand Up Wireless requests a waiver of the requirement in Rule 1206(d), requiring a 30-day notice and intervention period.  Stand Up Wireless requests that the Commission grant a shortened 14-day notice and intervention period.

7. Stand Up Wireless states that the request for a shortened 14-day intervention and notice period is desired so that there not be a delay in the transfer of customers past the expiration of the 45-day customer notice period. Further, Stand Up Wireless states that an expedited notice and intervention period would allow Stand Up Wireless to begin providing wireless Lifeline service to the transferred customer base at the earliest practicable time. 

C. Discussion, Findings, and Conclusions

8. The Commission believes there is good cause to grant Stand Up Wireless’ request to waive the 30-day notice and intervention period set forth in Rule 1206(d) and grant a shortened 14-day notice and intervention period. The notice period for the Petition shall extend through and including 5:00 p.m. on July 27, 2017.  The intervention period will run concurrent with the notice period.  Requests for intervention shall be due on July 27, 2017.

9. The Application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  This Decision is the notice that the Application requesting to waive Rule 1206(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 CCR 723-1 has been filed. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request within the Petition for waiver of Rule 1206 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, regarding shortened notice and intervention is granted.

2. The notice period for the Petition shall extend through and including 5:00 p.m. on July 27, 2017.
3. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party by 5:00 p.m. on July 27, 2017. 

4. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.  All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Decision.
5. If a party does not meet the requirements of this Decision, the Commission 
may dismiss or strike the intervention upon motion filed by any other party, or upon the Commission’s own motion, unless good cause for failure to meet the requirements is shown.
6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
