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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request filed 
on May 16, 2017, by Rides and Deliveries by Derek and Jamie (Petitioner), seeking the Commission grant a waiver of Rule 6213(a) (Age of Motor Vehicle) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

2. Through this Decision we request Petitioner file additional information in this proceeding no later than 5:00 p.m. on Monday, July 24, 2017. 

B. Findings and Conclusions

3. The Petitioner has a pending application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire (Proceeding 
No. 17A-0274CP).

4. The Petitioner lists the city limits of Walsenburg, Colorado, and Walsenburg Hospital (Spanish Peaks Regional Health Center) as the geographic boundaries of operation.  Petitioner lists a 2004 Chevrolet Aveo as the only vehicle it seeks to operate, and states that it was unaware of the 12-year rule for age of motor vehicles.  Petitioner additionally states the vehicle currently has approximately a $1,300 payoff amount owed.

5. Based upon the limited information submitted with this waiver request, prior to considering its merits, we seek additional information from the Petitioner.  Specifically, we request additional information regarding the financial hardship claimed, if any.  For example, this factual information may regard options Petitioner has explored in efforts to replace the 2004 Chevrolet Aveo with a more current vehicle that would not require a waiver of Rule 6213(a), and why these efforts were unsuccessful.  Petitioner may include any other additional information, particularly regarding financial hardship, that it deems relevant to support the request for waiver.

6. Petitioners shall file supporting information in this proceeding no later than 5:00 p.m. on Monday, July 24, 2017.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Rides and Deliveries by Derek and Jamie, shall provide additional information for this Petition for Waiver request on or before July 24, 2017, consistent with the discussion above.
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
