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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In this Proceeding, the City of Boulder (Boulder) seeks approval of the transfer of assets and other related relief so that Boulder can create a municipal electric utility. 

2. By this Decision, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) denies as moot the Motion to Extend Deadline for Rebuttal and Cross Answer Testimony (Motion to Extend Deadline) filed by Boulder on June 28, 2017.  We grant the Motion Requesting that the Commission Accept One Day Late Filed Rebuttal and Cross Answer Testimony (Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony), filed by Boulder on June 30, 2017.  

3. We waive the response time to these unopposed motions.

B. Boulder’s Motion to Extend Deadline 

4. By Decision No. C17-0378-I, issued May 11, 2017, we granted Boulder’s request to extend certain procedural deadlines.  Rebuttal and Cross Answer Testimony are due July 7, 2017.  Boulder now seeks to extend the deadline to July 10, 2017 in order to allow the parties to adequately explore the new substations proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado in its answer testimony.  This request is unopposed.

5. On June 28, 2017, Commission counsel informed the parties that the Commission did not have a Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting scheduled until July 12, 2017, and therefore the Commission could not rule on Boulder’s Motion to Extend Deadlines before the deadline for Rebuttal and Cross Answer Testimony.  We thus deny Boulder’s Motion to Extend Deadline as moot because July 7, 2017, passed before we could rule on this motion. 

C. Boulder’s Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony

6. On June 30, 2017, Boulder filed a Motion to Accept Late-Filed testimony on July 10, 2017.  On July 10, 2017, Boulder filed its rebuttal testimony and several intervening parties filed cross answer testimony.

7. We find good cause to waive the response time and grant Boulder’s unopposed Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Motion to Extend Deadline for Rebuttal and Cross Answer Testimony filed by the City of Boulder on June 28, 2017, is denied as moot.  

2. The Motion Requesting that the Commission Accept One Day Late Filed Rebuttal and Cross Answer Testimony (Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony), filed by the City of Boulder on June 30, 2017, is granted consistent with the discussion above.

3. Response time to the Motion to Accept Late-Filed Testimony is waived.
