I. BY THE COMMISSION 

A. Statement
1. This Decision establishes a deadline of Friday, August 4, 2017 for responses to be filed concerning the Motion Requesting Leave to File Supplemental Testimony Thirty Days After Final Commission Decision in Decoupling Proceeding (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) on July 3, 2017.

B. Discussion

2. On July 3, 2017 Public Service filed a Demand-Side Management (DSM) Strategic Issues Application seeking to re-examine a number of the larger issues associated with its DSM activities, including the appropriate energy savings and demand reduction goals and incentives.  Along with its Application, Public Service filed the above-referenced Motion.

3. In the Application, the Company is requesting approval of a Disincentive Offset and Performance Incentive.  Due to the significantly high fixed costs of its DSM programs, the Company is proposing that the Disincentive Offset and Performance Incentive be set at a level that will eliminate the utility’s financial disincentive to pursue DSM programs. Public Service states that these proposals are intertwined with the Company’s ongoing Decoupling Proceeding (Proceeding No. 16A-0546E), and the determination of the appropriate level of the Disincentive Offset and Performance Incentive is dependent upon the final decision of the Commission in the Decoupling Proceeding.
4. Public Service therefore seeks permission to file supplemental testimony after the issuance of the final decision in the Decoupling Proceeding to update its position.  The Company states it is agreeable to whatever timeline the Commission deems prudent regarding intervenors’ response time to this Motion.
C. Findings and Conclusions

5. We determine that a response deadline of Friday, August 4, 2017 will allow sufficient time for intervenors to respond to the Motion. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Responses to the Motion Requesting Leave to File Supplemental Testimony Thirty Days After Final Commission Decision in Decoupling Proceeding filed by Public Service Company of Colorado shall be due on Friday, August 4, 2017.

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
