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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On June 12, 2017, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney or Applicant) filed an application
 seeking authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55785
 from April 18, 2017 to December 31, 2017.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on June 26, 2017, for a period of ten days.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. In accordance with Rule 6204(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6:

(a)
A regulated intrastate carrier shall file an application to voluntarily abandon or suspend its authority, or any portion thereof.  After ten days’ notice, the Commission may either decide such an application without a hearing or set it for hearing.  Carrier obligations are not affected by filing of the application; rather they will be determined by Commission decision.  The application shall:

(I)
fully describe why the abandonment or suspension is sought;

(II)
describe how the abandonment or suspension will affect the public;

(III)
contain a statement that the application contains only information that is true and correct to the best of the applicant’s knowledge and belief; and

(IV)
be signed by the applicant.

5. The application contains the required information pursuant to Rule 6204(a) and is uncontested.  Therefore, the application for authority to suspend CPCN PUC No. 55785 is granted.  

6. Although the application form is completed and the filing is unopposed, the statement included for the “reason for this request to suspend” notes Applicant’s claim that “[t]he Commission fails to uphold the rules and regulations on a fair basis…” among other allegations.  By granting the authority to suspend CPCN PUC No. 55785, the Commission does not agree with, and wholly rejects, the Applicant’s statement relaying its reasoning for the request to suspend.  Approval of the application shall not be construed as agreement with any statement or allegation claimed by the Applicant. 

7. The application is deemed complete and granted, consistent with the discussion above.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on July 12, 2017, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney for authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55785 is granted, nunc pro tunc, from April 18, 2017 through December 31, 2017, consistent with the discussion above.
3. On January 1, 2018, CPCN PUC No. 55785 shall be administratively reactivated.
4. Prior to commencing operations, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney shall:  (a) cause proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission pursuant to Rule 6007, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6; (b) pay to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; and, (c) ensure that an effective tariff is on file with the Commission, in compliance with applicable Commission rules.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.

� Colorado Jitney also requested to suspend Off-Road Scenic Charter Permit No. 00210 and Luxury Limousine Permit No. 01874.  However, an off-road scenic charter and a luxury limousine permit are issued as a limited regulation service as defined in § 40-10.1-301, C.R.S.  Rule 6204(a) 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle 723-6 states a “regulated intrastate carrier” may file an application to suspend its authority.  Rule 6201(bb) 4 CCR 723-6 defines a regulated carrier as a common and/or a contract carrier.  Therefore, a limited regulation carrier may not file an application to suspend its permit(s). 


� Colorado Jitney is authorized by CPCN PUC No. 55785 to provide scheduled, and call-and-demand charter and shuttle service between points in the Boulder and Denver metro areas, and between points in the Boulder and Denver metro areas, on the one hand, and various named points in Colorado, on the other hand.
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
