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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In this Proceeding, the City of Boulder (Boulder) seeks approval of the transfer of assets and other related relief so that Boulder can create a municipal electric utility. 

2. By this Decision, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) shortens response time to the Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal (Motion), filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on July 14, 2017.  Responses to this motion are due by 5:00 p.m. on July 20, 2017.  

3. We also waive response time to and grant the Unopposed Motion to be Excused from the Hearing Beginning July 27, 2017, by the Boulder Chamber of Commerce (Boulder Chamber) filed on July 18, 2017.

B. Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal Testimony

4. Boulder filed its Rebuttal Testimony on July 10, 2017.
  According to the procedural schedule, we will hold a pre-hearing conference on July 21, 2017, at 1:30 p.m., and the hearing is scheduled for July 26, 2017 through August 4, 2017. 

5. In the Motion, Public Service characterizes several statements in Boulder’s Rebuttal Testimony as “new proposals and inaccurate and/or misleading factual statements.”
 According to Public Service, it must respond to Boulder’s new proposals in order to complete the record and for the Commission to make an informed decision. 
6. Public Service requests that the Commission shorten response time to the Motion to 5:00 p.m. on July 20, 2017, so that the Commission could deliberate on the Motion at the 
pre-hearing conference.  If the Commission grants the Motion, Public Service agrees to file its surrebuttal testimony on or before July 21, 2017.

7. Public Service states that Boulder does not oppose the relief requested.  Public Service also states that the other parties did not have time to formulate a position to this version of the Motion, but that several parties did not oppose a previous version that would have allowed Public Service to provide live surrebuttal during the hearing.

8. We find good cause to shorten response time to the Motion. Responses are due by 5:00 p.m. on July 20, 2017.

C. Motion to be Excused from the Hearing

9. The Boulder Chamber requests that the Commission excuse it from participation at the hearing beginning on July 27, 2017 (it will attend the first day of hearing) and from the prehearing conference on July 21, 2017.  According to the Boulder Chamber, its participation in this proceeding has largely been limited to monitoring and observing the pleadings and discovery of other parties; it has not filed any testimony.  The Boulder Chamber states that its motion is unopposed and requests that the Commission waive response time.

10. We find good cause to waive response time and grant this unopposed motion.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Responses to the Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 14, 2017, are due by 5:00 p.m. on July 20, 2017.  

2. Response time to the Motion to be Excused from Hearing Beginning July 27, 2017, filed by the Boulder Chamber of Commerce on July 18, 2017, is waived and the motion is granted consistent with the discussion above.

3. The Boulder Chamber of Commerce is also excused from the prehearing conference on July 21, 2017.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
