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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On remand, through Decision No. R17-0315, issued April 24, 2017, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) assigned to this matter found that Maxx Auto Recovery Inc., doing business as Maxx Fleet Service (Maxx Towing) violated Commission rules and ordered Maxx Towing not to charge, or retain, any fees for the trailer owned by Complainant, Mitchel Sparer.  The ALJ ordered that Maxx Towing “shall release the utility trailer (vehicle identification number IDTL004405AA) to Complainant without delay and without further charges.”
 

2. On May 30, 2017, Maxx Towing filed documentation that it “released” the vehicle, but that it does not understand Decision No. R17-0315 to require “delivery” of the trailer to Mr. Sparer. 

3. Mr. Sparer filed a motion on May 31, 2017, requesting that the Commission require Maxx Towing to deliver his trailer to him.  In addition, the filing requests the Commission issue fines and suspend Maxx Towing’s license for additional grievances.  The Commission discussed the matter at a regularly scheduled public meeting on July 12, 2017, but did not reach a decision.
  The Commissioners indicated that the matter would be back on the next available public meeting agenda, July 20, 2017.

4. On Friday, July 14, 2017, Maxx Towing filed a second status report stating that the trailer has been delivered to Mr. Sparer and that the voluntary delivery of the trailer does not concede that Maxx Towing had any obligation to deliver the trailer. 

5. The July 14, 2017, status report indicates that the requested relief was provided.  No subsequent filings were made by either party.  Therefore, we find that the motion requesting delivery of the trailer is moot.  Additional grievances, if any, are not within the scope of this complaint proceeding and should be addressed through appropriate Commission proceedings if necessary.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed on May 31, 2017, by Mr. Mitchel Sparer is denied as moot, consistent with the discussion above. 
2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
