I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. On August 15, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company LP, and Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (collectively, the Utilities) jointly filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Exceptions and for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion). The Utilities request an extension of an additional 21 days from the current deadline of August 20, 2017, to September 11, 2017 to file exceptions.

2. The Utilities assert that additional time to respond to Recommended Decision No. R17-0580, issued July 31, 2017, is warranted given the overlap of the 20-day exception period in this case with the City of Boulder case, Proceeding No. 15A-0589E.  The Utilities state that they have conferred with all other parties to this proceeding and no party opposes this Joint Motion.
3. We therefore grant the Joint Motion and waive response time.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend Deadline for Filing Exceptions and for Waiver of Response Time, jointly filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company LP, and Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. on August 15, 2017 is granted.  Response time is waived.
2. The deadline to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R17-0580, issued July 31, 2017, is extended to September 11, 2017.
