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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On September 6, 2017, eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride (Applicant), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55861.  An amendment to the application was filed on September 8, 2017.

2. In general, Applicant requests temporary authority for 180 days to transport passengers in scheduled service, call-and-demand shuttle service, and call-and-demand charter service between all points within a defined area that encompasses the Stapleton neighborhood in Denver, Colorado.  The proposed authority is restricted to operating only electric vehicles on streets with a speed limit of 35 miles per hour or less.
3. The Commission gave notice of the application on September 11, 2017, for a period of five days pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(4), C.R.S.

4. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
5. In support of the application, Applicant explains that it “is committed to partnering and working with Northeast Transportation Connection with the immediate goal and need of connecting residents (and visitors) from the 29th Town Center to the Stanley Marketplace, while also connecting the core of the Stapleton community using our 100% electric vehicles.”
6. A letter from Northeast Transportation Connections states:

We are requesting the service to begin as soon as possible, with the RTD route 89 scheduled to be discontinued we believe we need an immediate connection west 
to east within Stapleton.  As the Transportation Management Association (TMA) 
in the region, Northeast Transportation Connections is committed to reducing 
single-occupant-vehicles throughout the area and we believe a circulator with eTuks will help foster a multimodal community and it will create another option 
for residents helping to change commuting behavior.  We are requesting a pilot circulator route for 13 weeks, with the option to expand once the pilot is successful.  
7. The Commission finds and concludes that the information submitted with this application shows that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation service exists, and there is no other carrier capable of meeting the need.

8. The Commission also finds that Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought, and the application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

9. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Applicant eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride, is granted temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55861 for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Decision, with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Decision.

2. Applicant eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride, shall continue to operate in accordance with all applicable Colorado laws and Commission rules.

3. Applicant eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride, shall not commence the extended operations until it has complied with the requirements of Colorado laws and Commission rules, including without limitation:
(a) 
causing proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission; 

(b)
paying to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($45) for each vehicle 
to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; 

(c)
having an effective tariff and time schedule on file with the Commission.  [eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride, shall file an advice letter and tariff on not less than one days’ notice.  The advice letter and tariff shall be filed as a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with 
all applicable rules.  In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and 
the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date. (Additional tariff information can be found on the Commission’s website at dora.colorado.gov/puc and by following the transportation common and contract carrier links to tariffs)]; and,

(d)
paying the applicable issuance fee ($5).
4. If eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride, does not comply with the requirements of this Decision within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority to extend operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The Commission will notify eTuk Denver LLC, doing business as eTuk Ride, in writing when the Commission’s records demonstrate compliance with Ordering Paragraph No. 3.

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
